DEFINITIONS.

In these regulations unless inconsistent with context, the
following expressions have .the meanings hereafter respectlvely
assigned to them, that is to say:—

(a) The expression © Act ' means the Auxiliary Force Act,

1920 and the expression Rules and Regulations ”’

means rules and regulations respectively made there-
under.

(b) Unit—as shown in Appendix XXI of these Regulations.

(¢) District Commander—includes the officer con}manding a

. district, an independent brigade or an mdepende_nt
brigade area in the territorial limits of whose jurisdic-
tion the headquarters of a corps or unit is situated.

(d) Commanding Officer—the officer for the time being in
command of a unit and with respect to any officer or
soldier attached to the regular forces or undergoing 2
course of instruction, the officer commanding such unit
or course of instruction.

(e) Officer—a_person commissioned as an officer in the Auxi-

~ liary Force, India. ,

(f) Soldier—includes warrant officer, non-commissioned officer
and private.

{g) Superior Officer—when used in relation to any officer or
soldier means his superior in rank, and includes a
senior in the same rank, where that seniority gives
powers of command according to a general or special
orders or the usages of military service; bub no private
soldier can be the superior officer of another private
soldier.

(h) Corps—a number of units grouped together under one
commanding officer for purposes of administration and
training, or a single unit ‘£ not so grouped.

REGULATIONS

FOR THE

AUXILIARY FORCE, INDIA.

CHAPTER I.—-CONSTITUTION, ORGANIZATION, DISTRI-
BUTION AND ESTABLISHMENT.

1. Constitution.

1. Preamble.—The Auxiliary Force, TIndia, is constituted
by the Auxiliary Force Act, 1920 (XLIX of 1920) vide Appendix I.

All persons enrolled under the Act are subject to its provision
and to the Auxiliary Force Rules, 1920, vide Appendix II, made
thereunder by the Governor (eneral in Council, and also to the
regulations made under the Act by the Commander-in-Chief in

India. ot " |

2. Constitution of corps or units.—The Auxiliary
Force, India, will consist of the corps or units constituted by
order of the Governor-General in Council in pursuance of sec-

tion 29 of the Aect.

2. Organization.

3. The Auxiliary Force, India, is composed of—cavalry,
engineers, artillery, infantry, machine gun units, signal units,
armoured car units, motor car troops, motor car platoons, motor

cyclist units, medical corps, veterinary corps, and recognised cadet
formations. '

- 3. Distribution.

4. The distribution of the Auxiliary Force, India, is shown
in the Indian Army List.

5. Military areas.—The areas specified in Schedule 1 shall
be military areas for the purpose of the Act.

6. SBubordination of corps or units.—All corps and units
Wlll.be.unde_sr the orders of the district commander within whose
-territorial limits their headquarters are situated. All corps, or

i e b
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units, and detachments, employed in operations in a military area
other than that in which their headquarters are situated will come
for all purposes under the orders of the officer in command of

that area.

4, Establishments.

7. The authorised establishments and enrollable maxima of all
corps and units of the Auxiliary Force, India, is as shown in
Appendix XXI.

8. A nominal distribution of all ranks is shown in Appendix XI
as a guide to Commanding Officers in organizing their units.

8-A. Availability of personnel.—(a) Commanding
officers are responsible that persons included in the active class
are selected from those most suitable for the purposes for which
the Auxiliary Force is maintained; an individual will not be
included in the active class who, in the opinion of the commanding
officer, will not be available for military service when required.

(b) Exceptions to this rule will only be permitted in such
corps or units and up to such a total as is laid down by the Com-
mander-in-Chief in India.

(c¢) Other persons eligible for enrolment under section 4 of the
Act may be included in the reserve class provided that the total
of the active class and the reserve of the corps or unit does not
exceed the enrollable maximum laid down for that corps or unit
fromr time to time. ‘

8-B. Transfer from Reserve to Active Class.—Trans-
fers of other ranks into vacancies in the active establishment of a
corps or unit, under section 12 (4) of the Act, may only be carried

out:—
(a) Subject to the fulfilment of the conditions laid down in
paragraph 8-A as to availability, and

(b) for a complete training year; should, however, a member
of the active class become non-effective after the com-
mencement of a training year but before he has carried
out any training, preliminary or periodical, which
entitles him to pay, a transfer from the reserve may be
made into the vacancy in the active establishment of
the corps or unit created by his becoming non-effective.

8-C. Should an officer on the active establishment of a corps
or unit become non-effective during a training year, he may be
removed from the active establishment of the corps or unit and
be replaced permanently or for the rest of the training year by a
suitable officer of any rank from the General List or from the
Supernumerary List of the corps or unit. The latter Officer can
only, in the training year in which he is transferred to the active
establishment, receive the balance of pay and allowances for the
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training year left over by his predecessor for that training year.
An officer on the General List or Supernumerary List who is trans-
ferred to the active establishment in a vacancy pertaining to a
rank other than his own, will be restricted to the pay of the rank
pertaining to that vacancy or to the pay of his own rank, which-
ever is less, €.g., a major transferred to the active establishment
in a captain’s vacancy will be restricted to the pay of a captain,
whilst a lieutenant so transferred in a captain’s vacancy will be
restricted to the pay of a lieutenant. ’

The competent military Authority to sanction transfers of the
nature referred to in the preceding sub-paragraph shall be—

(a) the Military Secretary, A. H. Q. in the case of transfers
to and from the General list. Such transfers will be
notified in the Gazette of India.

(b) the G. O. C.-in-Chief Command, or the 'Commander,

- ~Western Independent District, in the case of transfers
to and from the Supernumerary List. Such transfers
will be notified in the Command or District Orders.




CHAPTER II.—DUTIES OF COMMANDERS, STAFF, AND
REGIMENTAL OFFICERS.

1. G. 0. C.-in-C., District Commanders, Brigade
Commanders and Staiff.

9. General officers Commanding-in-Chief.—General
officers commanding-in-chief are responsible to the Commander-
in-Chief in India, for training, instruction and efficiency of the
Auxiliary Force within their Commands.

10. District and Brigade Commanders.—Under the
orders of the general officers commanding-in-chief commands the
training and administration of the Auxiliary Force, India, is
entrusted to district and brigade commanders.

11. Colonels, Royal Artillery.—Colonels R. A., will
afford the maximum assistance to Auxiliary Force artillery units,
and will be responsible for technical supervision.

12. Commanders, Royal Engineers.—Commander,
Royal Engineers, as the technical adviser on Engineer matters to
the General Officer Commanding, will give such technical assistance
as may be required by the Officer Commanding in the technical
training of Auxiliary Force Engineer Units stationed within their
Districts.

13. Chief Signal Officers.—Chief Signal officers, attached
to command staffs will supervise the, technical training of signal
units.

- 14. The Assistant Director of Medical Services.—
The Assistant Director of Medical Services will perform for the
Auxiliary Force duties laid down in the Regulations for the Medical
Services in the regular army as far as they are applicable.

Under the orders of the district commander, he will detail
medical officers on the establishment of the Auxiliary Force to
attend' the camp of the Auxiliary Force unit to which the medical
officer is attached.

‘When a medical officer of the Auxiliary Force is unable to
attend a camp of the unit, the Assistant Director of Medical
Services will detail a regular officer for such duties. but a medical
officer of the Auxiliary Force will only be exempted from training
under exceptional circumstances. ) B

15. The Deputy Assistant Director of Ordnance
Services.—The Deputy Assistant Director of Ordnance Services
is an officer attached to the staff of the district commander. Under
the orders of the district commander, he will inspect all equipment,
arms and ammunition, on- charge of Auxiliary Force units.

16. The Deputy Assistant Director of Veterinary

Services.—The Deputy Assistant Director of Veterinary Services
is an officer attached to the staff of the district commander. Under

20. Medical Ofﬂ;iers.—See “Appendix v.

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CHAPTER III.—OFFICERS—APPOINTMENT, PRECE-
DENCE, PROMOTION, RETIREMENT, ETC.

1. General.

‘21. Notification of appointments, etc.—Appointments,
promotions, transfers, removals, retirements and the resignation
of officers of the Auxiliary Force will be notified in the Gazette
of India.

22. Postings.—All postings of officers to corps or units will
be made by the Commander-in-Chief in India.

28. Applications and recommendations for commis-
sions.—Applications or recommendations for commissions in the
lowest rank must be addressed through or by the officer command-
ing the corps or unit concerned, on Form I (Appendix X) accom-
panied by a copy of the candidate’s birth certificate, or equivalent
proof of birth, and will be forwarded to the Military Secretary,
Army Headquarters through the district commander, who will first
satisfy himself that the candidate in each case is in every way
suitable for a commission after consulting the Advisory Committee
concerned.

Recommendations for commissions other than in the lowest
rank and involving the supersession of any officer will explain
the reason for such supersession.

24. Unattached Officers.—An officer may, if there is no
corps or unit to which he can: be posted conveniently on a change
of residence or otherwise, be transferred to the General List.

24-A. Unattached Officers to report annually.—An
officer appointed to the General List, Auxiliary Force, India, or
to the Auxiliary Force Medical Corps, or to the Auxiliary Force
Veterinary Corps, who is not attached for duty to a corps or unit
of the Auxiliary Force, India, shall report himself in writing at

the commencement of each year to the Military Secretary, Army
Headquarters.

If he fails to do so, he will be liable to removal as an officer
from the Auxiliary Force, India, at the end of the year in which
he fails to report himself, and to subsequent discharge under the
rrovisions of section 17 (3) of the Act. )

24-B. Slg.pernumerary List, officers.—An officer, for
whom there is no vacancy in his corps or unit, may be borne on
the supernumerary list of his unit until he:—

(a) resigns,
(b) is transferred to the General List, or

(c) is absorbed in a vacancy to the establishment of his own
or any other corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force, India.

2a
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95. Tenure of Command.—The tenure of command of =
unit of the Auxiliary Force will usually be limited to four years.
This period may, on the recommendation of the officer commanding
the District, be extended by the G. O. C.-in-Chief, Commands or
G. 0. C. Western Independent District, for a further period not
exceeding one year at a time. B

A commanding officer will be permitted to retain his appoint-
went for a period of four years, irrespective of his age.

" 98. Local rank.—Local rank may be given for special reasons
on the recommendation of the district commander and subject to
the sanction of the Commander-in-Chief in India. Such local rank
will be surrendered as soon as the special reasons for which it was
given, cease to exist. Recommendations for the grant of local
rank will be forwarded by commanding officers through the usual
channel to the Military Secretary, Army Headquarters. The
district commander will in each case certify that the officer is
fully qualified for promotion. to the rank for which he is recom-
mended.

" The grant of local rank will be notified in command orders
and not in the Gazette of India.

97. Transfers.—When owing to a change of residence an
officer is no longer available for duty with the corps or umit to
which he has been posted, the commanding officer, or, in the case
of a commanding officer, the district commander, will report the
case for the orders of the Commander-in-Chief in India through
the ordinary military channels. An officer transferred to another
sorps or unit in consequence of such change of residence will be
cransferred in his own rank, and if there is no vacancy in -that
rank, he will be borne on the supernumerary list of the corps or
unit in his own rank, until absorbed.

28. Exchanges.—Applications for exchanges will be severally
submitted to the Military Secretary, Army Headquarters through
the usual channel by the commanding officers of the two officers
concerned. - ‘

29. Seconding.—An officer on the establishment of a corps
or unit shall, when extra-regimentally employed for six months or
more, be seconded and shall receive promotion in his corps or unit
pari passu with the next junior of his rank, but in no case above
the rank of major.

- 80. Army precedence.—Officers of the Auxiliary TForce
will take rank and precedence below all officers of the regular army
of the same rank. - : )

31. Precedence in the Auxiliary Force.—The seniority
of officers in the Auxiliary Force shall be determined as follows : —
{a) By their rank in that force; ‘

. (b) Tn the case of officers of the same rank, by the dates of
=54 L their appointment to that rank; :
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(c) In the case of officers of the same rank; appointed to-that
rank with effect from the same date, b the date of their
next lower rank or failing this, by the dates of their first
commissions, if any, in any ‘branch of His Majesty’s
Forces, or failing this, by their place as shown in, the
Indian Army List. : o

32. Resignations.—The application of an officer to resign
his commission will be forwairded by his commanding officer through
the usual channel to the Military Secretary, Army Headquarters.

When forwarding the application the commanding officer will
also forward the usual no-demand- certificate (India Army Form
A-450) together with his remarks. '

No officer will be permitted to resign his commission on the
grounds of ill-health save on the certificate’ of a medical board
or medical officer appomted or approved by the brlgade commander
in this behalf. : .

An officer who applies for permission to retire, or to re51gn -his
commission, or whose services are dispensed Wlth is not released
from his military obligations as an officer of the Auxiliary-F-oree
until his retirement or resignation or. removal is notified in the
Gazette of India, nor will such notification release the.officer from
his military obhgatlons if any, under the Act, or from civil liabi-
lities in regard to any public or regimental olalms that may be
made against him.

33. Retirement.—Subalterns w1ll 01dma111y be requued to
resign at the age of 41, captains at the age of 45, and field ofﬁcers
at the age of 50.

34. Retention of rank on res1gnat10n and ret1re-
ment,—An officer resmnmg his commission in the Auxiliary
Force, Indla after five years’ service as such and approximately
fifteen years’ service in all including service in the Regular Forces
of the Crown, Territorial Army, Volunteer Force, Indian Defence
Force and Aux111ary Force, may, provided he .is recommended by
his commanding officer and the local military authorities, be
granted the privilege of retaining his rank and wearing the uniform
of the corps or unit in which he last served, with the addition of
the letter ¢ R’ on the shoulder strap. :

Recommendations accompanied by a statement of service will
be forwarded through the usual ohannel to the Mlhtary Secretary,
Army Headquarters.

35. Retired rank __Officers of the Aquhary Force who have
held higher rank in army service than that held by them in the
Auxiliary Force, and have been permitted to retain such rank on
retirement, or on relinquishing their’ commissions in the ‘Tndian
Army Reserve of Officers, or in the Regular or Territorial Forces,
or in the Indian Defence Force, will- be styled by such: rank; -but
such rank shall not affect their senlorlty and command in ‘the
Auxiliary Force. - £y : . Y

N\
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36. Use of military rank.—Serving officers of the Auxi-
liary Force, India, and ez-officers of the Indian Volunteers, _Ind%an
Defence Force and Auxiliary Force, India, who, on termination
of their commissions or on resignation, etc., have been granted
permission (by notification in the Gazette of India) to retain their
rank, are entitled to the style and use of their rank at all times
should they so desire. The use of military titles by Government
servants in civil employ is the subject of instructions issued by
the civil administration.

86-A. Officers who have been permitted to retain their rank
on retirement from His Majesty's Forces will, when serving in the
Auxiliary Force, India, wear the badges of their rank in the
Auxiliary Force, India.

2. Promotion.

87. Qualifications for promotion.—The qualifications
required for an officer of the Auxiliary Force, India, before he
can be considered for promotion to a higher rank, are given in
Appendix VIIL.

It is left, however, to the discretion of the district commander
concerned to make such relaxations as he considers desirable in
the case of those officers who, in his opinion, are qualified by service
in the field with regular troops of the same arm or branch of service.

38. Recommendations for promotion.——Recommenda-
tions for promotion will be forwarded by commanding officers
through the usual channe] to the Military Secretary, A. H. Q.
The district commander will in each case certify that the officer
is fully qualified for promotion to the rank for whicll he is recom-
mended.

89. Examinations for promotion.—Examinations will
be held as and when required, under the orders of the district
commander concerned.

To be eligible to attend an examination for promotion to the
rank of captain or major, an officer must have attained the rank
of lieutenant; or captain, respectively. A candidate will apply for
examination to his commanding officer, who will forward such
applications to the district commander through the usual chaunnels.

It will be optional for officers to undergo the examination for
promotion laid down for similar ranks of the regular army in lieu
of that stated above. In the event of an officer qualifying in such
an examination, the fact will count in his favour in determining
his future promotion.

Results will be forwarded by the district commander to the
Military Secretary, A. H. Q.

40. Promotion, Second-Lieutenants.—A second lieu-
tenant may after 3 years’ commissioned service whether on the
Active, Supernumerary or General List, be promoted to the rank
of lieutenant provided that he is recommended for such promotion.

~)
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41. Fosting Second-Lieutenants in excess of estab-
lishment.—When vacancies exist in the rank of lieutenant or
higher rank, and no officer is qualified for promotion, 2 second-
lieutenant may be posted in excess of the establishment of that
rvank, provided that the total establishment of officers as laid down
in Appendix XXI is not exceeded.

42. Promotions governed by establishment, etc.—
Promotion except to the rank of lieutenant and where otherwise
stated, will be governed by establishment, and as a ru‘le,' will be
given to qualified officers according to regimental seniority; but
in the interests of particular corps or units it may be necessary to
appoint or promote officers who are not next in seniority, or who
have not served in the lower ranks.

A vacancy in any rank above that of lieutenant in a corps or
unit shall be filled by the absorption of a supernumerary, or, by
the selection of a qualified officer.

. -Officers will not, however, be superseded solely on account of
residential reasons. In such cases the senior qualified. officer will
be promoted, and the junior officer required to officiate in a senior
appointment at an outstation will be given the necessary unpaid
local rank under the provisions of paragraph 26.

43. Promotions on a regimental basis.—Promotions in
a- corps comprising two or more battalions of infantry will be on
a regimental basis.

44.

45. Supersession.—When recommending a promotion by
which any qualified officer will be superseded, the commanding
officer will state, in writing, the circimstances which led to such
recommendation. This statement will be forwarded to the Military
Qecretary, A. H. Q. with the recommendation of the Advisory
(ommitiee concerned and of the district commander endorsed upon
it.

An officer who has been superseded for promotion to the rank
of captain or the rank of major in consequence of not having
obtained the qualifications required in Appendix VII may, unless
he qualifies within eighteen months of the date of such super-

session be required to resign his commission.

Offcers must understand clearly that unless they are duly
qualified in accordance with Appendix VIT when it is their turn
to be promoted, they will be liable to be superseded by qualified

officers who may be their juniors.

3. Honorary rank, Honorary Aide-de-Camp, Honorary
appointments. '

48. Honorary rank.—Honorary rank may be granted on
the recommendation of the district or independent brigade areu
commander, subject to the approval of the Commander-in-Chief
in India, in the following cases. Such honorary rank shall confer
seniority only as regards officers of the Ausiliary Force, India.
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(?) Honorary rank of Colonel.

To the commandant of a corps comprising two or more brigades
of artillery, or two or more battalions of infantry.

He will be responsible for the following questions affecting the
corps as a whole:—
Appointments, promotion and resignation of officers.
Officers’ confidential reports.
Recommendations for decorations.
Inspection reports.
Alteration to uniform.

(u) Honorary rank of Colonel or Lieutenant-Colonel.

To substantive lieutenant-colonels or majors who, after com-
pleting four years’ service in that rank, are selected for an exten-
sion of command. 1
S e AR ' o b
* (its) Honorary rank of Lieutenant-Colonel.

To substantive majors, except those referred to in (¢) above,
who have not less than 20 years’ commissioned service [including
service in (a) and (b) below] subject to the following conditions:—

(a) All service as a commissioned officer in the regular army,
Territorial Army and Supplementary Reserve, or when
called out for army service for more than one year in the
Army in India Reserve of Officers, to count in full.

(b) One-half of any full pay service in the ranks in the regular
forces to count as commissioned service.

(¢c) One-fifth of any full pay service in the ranks of the late
Indian Volunteer Force, the late Indian Defence Force,

- or the Auxiliary Force, India, to count as commissioned
service. ~

“(d) All previous service has been consistently efficient.

(¢) Each case will be considered on its merits. ’

(iv) Honorary rank of Major or Captain.

To substantive captains or lieutenants, who have not less than
15 years’ commissioned service [including service in (a) and (b)
below], subject to the following conditions:—

(a) All service as a commissioned officer in the regular army,
- Territorial Army and Supplementary Reserve, or when
called out for army service for more than one year in

the Army in India Reserve of Officers, to count in full.

*(b) One-half of any full pay service in the ranks in the regular
' forces to count as cemmissioned service.
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(¢) One-fifth of any full pay service in the ranks of the late
Indian Volunteer Force, the late Indian Defence Force,
or the Auxiliary Force, India, to count as commissioned
service.

(d) All previous service has been consistently efficient.
(e) Each case will be considered on its merits.

Nore.—A second step of honorary rank will in no circumstances be given
in the same substantive rank. :

47. Honorary Aide-de-Camp.—Officers of the Auxiliary
Force, India, are eligible for appointment as Aide-de-Camp to
His Majesty the King; these appointments are tenable for ten
years, but must be vacated when an officer resigns his commission.
Not more than two officers at a time shall hold such appointments.
An officer of the Auxiliary Force is also eligible for appointment
as Honorary Aide-de-Camp to H. E. the Viceroy, a Governor,

the Commander-in-Chief in India, or a Lieutenant-Governor,

subject to the sanction of the Commander-in-Chiefy in India to his

accepting the appointment. Such an appointment is tenable for

five years, but will terminate when an officer resigns his commis-
sion or when the official to whom the officer is Aide-de-Camp
vacates his office. An officer is, however, eligible for re-appoint-
ment.

The appointment of Honorary Aide-de-Camp to a Governor, the
Commander-in-Chief in India, or a Lieutenant-Governor, cannot
be held at the same time with that of Honorary Aide-de-Camp to
H. E. the Viceroy.

An officer will be granted a step of honorary rank on any
substantive rank held by him on appointment as Aide-de-Camp
to His Majesty the King or as honorary Aide-de-Camp to the
Viceroy. :

Subject to the approval of the Governor-General in Council,
the privilege of retaining such honorary rank may be conferred
on any officer who relinquishes his appointment. Recommenda-
tions for the grant of this privilege will be made to the- Comman-
der-in-Chief in India by the district commander through the
ordinary military channels.

48. Honorary appointments.—High Government officials,
Officer of the Royal Navy, the Regular Army, or the Royal Air
Force, and private gentlemen of good social position, may be
appointed Honorary Colonels of corps or units of the Auxiliary
Force, by the Governor-General in Council on the recommendation
of the Commander-in-Chief in India.

The appointment of Honorary Chaplains will be regulated by
the conditions laid down in Appendix VI. The appointment of
Honorary Medical Officers will be governed by the regulations
in Appendix IV.

L
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4. Officers serving with cadet units, Auxiliary Force
Medical Corps, etc.

49. Officers serving with cadet units.—Officers serving
with cadet companies, etc., will be borne surplus to the authorised
establishment of officers of the parent unit. They will be gazetted
in the rank of second-lieutenant and will be promoted to the rank
of lieutenant after the completion of 3 years’ service in accordance
with paragraph 40. ;

All subsequent promotions of these officers will be dependent
on vacancies in the parent unit, and will be honorary (with pay
as for lieutenant) and not substantive.

The promotion of officers belonging to units which do not
maintain separate and independent cadet companies will be
governed by the rules laid down for other officers of the Auxiliary
[force, India.

50. ‘ CE
51. Auxiliary Force Medical Corps.—The regulations

for the Auxiliary Force Medical Corps are given in Appendix Iv.

59. Auxiliary Force Veterinary Corps.—The regula-
tions for the Auxiliary Force Weterinary Corps are given in

Appendix V.

53. Honorary Chaplains.—The appointment of Honorary
Chaplains will be regulated by the conditions laid down in
Appendix VI. ) :
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CHAPTER IV.—ENROLMENT, PROMOTION OF NON-
COMMISSIONED OFFICERS, TRANSFERS, ETC.

1. Enrolment, Appointment, etc.

54. Enrolment.—The conditions period, and method of

>

enrolment and application for enrolment are as defined in sections’

4 and 5 of the Act (Appendix I), and as prescribed in Rules b,
6, 7 and 8 (Appendix II).

~ Officers of the Regular Army Reserve of Officers, the Teiri-
torial Army Reserve, and the Reserve of Air Force Officers are
not permitted to serve in the ranks of the Auxiliary Force, India.
Such officers may, however, hold commissions in the Auxiliary
Force, India, concurrently with their British Army or Royal Air
Force Commissions but the Army Council or Air Ministry in the
case of Air Force Officers, retain the first call on their services in
the event of an emergency.

55. Certificate of enrolment.—See paragraph 201.

56. Appointment.—Appointments to corps or units of’

persons enrolled under the Act will be made by or under the orders
of the officer commanding the corps or unit, provided that no man
will be appointed to a mounted corps, or to a mounted portion
of a corps, in accordance with section 8 (2) of the Act, unless he
can satisfy his commanding officer that he can produce at all times

a suitable horse for the purpose of military service.

57. Postings.—The posting of men of all classes will be
carried out by the officer commanding the corps or unit to which
they are appointed. C

58. Medical examination.—The orders for medical exa-
mination are as defined in section 14 of the Act (Appendix I).

2. Promotion of Non-Commissioned Officers.

59. Sanctioning authority.—Promotion to non-commis-
sioned rank within the authorised establishment of the corps or
unit rests with the commanding officer.

60. Regulations for promotion.—No soldier will be
promoted, nor will a non-commissioned officer be confirmed in his
rank, unless he is recommended by the company commander, etc.,
who must certify that—

(a) he is a capable instructor according to his rank in the
military duties appertaining to his arm of the service;
(b) he possesses according to his rank a competent knowledge of

drill, discipline, duties on guard, and duties relating to
_the interior economy of his unit; '

(¢) his character and general qualifications are such as to fit
him for promotion.
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Tor the responsibility for the instruction of nou-commissioned
officers for promotion see paragraph 127.

61. Resignation of non-commissioned rank.—A non-
commissioned officer may, with the consent of the commanding
officer, resign his rank and revert to the rank or position previously
held or to any lower rank. An entry of the fact is to be made
in the statement of services of the non-commissioned officer, and
signed by him and by his commanding officer.

3. Transfers.

62. General conditions.—The conditions of transfers are
as defined in section 15 of the Act (Appendix I).

Every change of residence required to be reported under section
16 of the Act will be reported to the district commander through
the officer commanding the corps or unit, who will state whether
in his opinion the change of residence is permanent or temporary.
The district commander shall thereupon decide whether action is
to be taken under section 16 (3) or not. .

An officer or soldier, who changes his residence within the area
commanded by the district commander, will notify his commanding
officer, or the officer commanding the detachment, as the case may
be, of such change of residence.

If such change renders it desirable, in the opinion of the officer
commanding the corps or unit, to transfer a soldier from one unit
to another, he may be transferred accordingly, subject to the
provisions of section 15 of the Act. '

In all cases of transfer from one area to another, the wishes
of the officer or soldier as to the*branch or unit to which he desires
to be transferred, when more than one unit is located within the
area, shall be taken into consideration.

63. Financial effect of transfers.—No financial adjust-
ment will take place between corps or units on account of transfers.

64. Rank on transfer.—A non-commissioned officer trans-
ferred to another corps or unit will retain his existing rank, pro-
vided there is a vacancy in that rank, and provided further that
he belongs to the same branch. If there is no vacancy, and there
is no vacancy in any rank to which he is willing to revert, he
will be transferred to the reserve of his new corps or unit.

65. Rank in Cadet Companies.—A cadet holding non-
commissioned rank in a cadet company or unit will relinquish such
rank on transfer to the Active Class. A cadet transferred to another
cadet company or unit will be posted according to the terms laid
down in the preceding regulation.

66. Obligation to report on transfer.—It is the duty
of an officer or soldier to report his arrival at the headquarters of
the corps or unit to which he is transferred or attached, either
personally or by letter, within one week of arrival. .
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67. Articles and documents to be despatched on the

transfer of a soldier.—See paragraph 202 and for statement
of service on transfer, see paragraph 203.

68. Documents to be despatched on the transfer
of an officer.—See paragraph 200. : '

4, Attachment.

69. Attachment during temporary absence.—An
officer (other than a commanding officer), or soldier, who desires to
quit his station and to reside temporarily outside the area in which
his corps or unit is ordinarily recruited, shall, except when on leave,
first give notice of his intended change of address. '

If his change of residence is of such a nature as to admit of
his attachment to another corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force,
he shall, at the discretion of his commanding officer, be attached
for discipline and training to such corps or unit of the Auxiliary
Force as may be convenient, by arrangement between the corps or
unit concerned. '

Should such change of residence not admit of such attachment
conveniently, the matter will be referred for the orders of the district
commander who will decide whether any reduction of training is to
be granted in consequence of such change of residence.

70. Procedure on attachment.—When an officer or
soldier is attached to another corps or unit under the preceding
regulation, he will continue to be borne upon the strength of his
own corps or unit, but the corps or unit of attachment will bear
the cost of travelling and any other allowances, and any payments
or expenses incurred in respect of such attachment. The corps
or unit of attachment will provide, when available, the arms,
equipment and saddlery required for the training of the attached
soldier, or, when not available regimentally will obtain them from
the corps or unit of detachment.

The company conduct sheets of soldiers attached will in all cases
be sent to the officer commanding the corps or unit to which such
soldiers are attached.

5. Discharge.

T1. The conditions and method of, and application for discharge,
are as prescribed in Rule 9 (Appendix II).

A discharge certificate in the form shown on I. A. F. Aux. 1,
will be given to every officer or soldier of the Auxiliary Force on
his being duly discharged.

T1-A. Cadets, not liable to perform military service under the
Act, will be discharged, if they so desire, on leaving school. They
may be discharged on attaining the age of eighteen years, if
desirous of and recommended for re-enrolment with a view to
acquiring liability to perform military service.
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CHAPTER V.—PERMANENT STAFF, APPOINTMENT AND
DUTIES.

1. Adjutants.

72. Appointment.—The appointment of adjutants of corps
or units of the Auxiliary Force, India, and the grouping of corps
or units for the services of an adjutant, will rest with the Com-
mander-in-Chief in India.

An officer of the Regular Army or of the Auxiliary Force may
be appointed temporarily by the district commander as an adju-
tant, pending the substantive appointment of an officer to fill the
vacancy.

78. Applications for appointment.—Applications for
the appointment of adjutant will be submitted and disposed of
as laid down by the Military Secretary, A. H. Q. Applications
for the appointment of adjutant will be submitted in manuseript.

~ Preference will be given to those applicants who have qualified
at an Anti-Gas Wing in England or India within two years of
their applying for appointment.

74. Tenure of appointment.—Adjutants will be appointed
for a term of three years, and during this period an adjutant
will not, unless substantial reasons are given, be permitted to
resign the post. The tenure of the appointment may be extended
to four years in special cases with the approval of the Commander-
in-Chiet in India.

75. Duties of Adjutant.—Subject to the general control and
responsibility of the officer commanding the corps or umit, an
adjutant is responsible for the care of the arms, ammunition,
stores and equipment of the corps or unit and will see that the
clerical duties are properly conducted, and that the records and
accounts are correctly kept. He will, under the orders of the
commanding officer, frequeutly visit the outstations of the corps
or unit, and will inspect the arms on each visit. Whenever an
adjutant is absent from headquarters on duty, the officer com-
manding will depute the payment and receipt of monies to a
commissioned officer of the corps or unit at headquarters. The
adjutant may, however, deposit an amount up to Rs. 75 with the
senior instructor of the permanent staff at headquarters or a staff
sergeant at an outstation for petty cash disbursements. These
disbursements will be checked and certified as correct above the
signature of the adjutant in the petty cash account, the total
being shown in the adjutant’s cash account.

76. Power of command over Auxiliary Force per-
sonnel.—A regular Adjutant of an A. F. (I.) unit is entitled to
exercise powers of command over A. F. (I.) personnel. He will
not, however, assume command of an A. F. (I.) unit, except in
the circumstances stated below,
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A G. O. C.-in-Chief, Command or G. O. C., an Independent
District may permit a regular Adjutant to assume command of
an A, T. (1.) unit for a period of over three months, as a tem-
porary measure, when no A. F. (L.) officer senior to him is avail-
able. For any period of three months and under, the sanction-
ing authority will be the District or Independent Brigade Area
Commander concerned. Having regard to the general prin-
ciple that A. F. (I.) personnel should be commanded by their own
officers, such sanction should be given sparingly, and then only
if it is considered undesirable to have recourse to the grant of
higher local rank as provided in paragraph 26.

77. Local rank.—Officers of the regular army below the
rank of captain will be granted the local rank of captain while
officiating as or holding the appointment of substantive adjutant.

78. Pay and allowances.—See paragraph 220.

2. Warrant and non-commissioned officers.

' 79. Conditions of service and qualificaticns.—The
conditions of service and qualifications for appointment to the
permanent subordinate instructional staff are as laid down in

Appendix VIII of these regulations.

-80. Drill Instructors.—Drill instructors are non-commis-
sioned officers of regular corps or units below the rank of sergeant,
and are temporarily attached when necessary, under the orders
of the brigade commander, for duty with corps or units of the
Auxiliary Force. '

81. Rank on parade of instructional staff.—Staff
sergeant instructors and drill instructors rank on parade senior
to all non-commissioned officers of the Auxiliary Force.

82. Duties of Instructors.—A warrant or non-commis-
sioned officer of the instructional staff will carry out such duties
connected with the charge of the arms, ammunition, and stores
of the corps or unit as the officer commanding the corps or unit
or detachment may entrust to him, and may be required, at the
discretion of the commanding officer, to do orderly room work
or perform any military duty which usually devolves on a warrant
or non-commissioned officer. Staff sergeant instructors will carry
out minor repairs of arms, and will strip and examine all arms on
charge once a quarter, and record the condition of each. Com-
position preserving arms will be applied between the stock fore-end
and barrel yearly, or oftener if found necessary.

83. Instructions for public or private money.—In-
structors including the acting sergeant major, must not be employed
in receiving or disbursing, nor entrusted with the care of public
or private money, except as provided for in paragraph 75,
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CHAPTER VI.—DISCIPLINE, SUMMARY AND MINOR
PUNISHMENTS, COURTS OF INQUIRY, ETC.

1. Discipline.

GENERALL.

84. When not at variance with these regulations, the rules
relating to discipline in King’s Regulations, and in the Regula-
tions for the Army in India, apply to officers and soldiers of
the Auxiliary Force.

85. Employment during strikes.—No person enrolled
in the Auxiliary Force will be called out or embodied for the
performance in a military capacity of his ordinary civil duties
by reason of a strike.

Any such persons, however, remain liable to be called out in
aid of the civil power, or to be embodied in an emergency by
order of an empowered local government as provided in Section 18
of the Auxiliary Force Act, and when so called out or embodied
will be under the command of the senior military officer present.
Calling out or embodiment therefore during a strike depends on—

(a) A disturbance of the peace involving the use of troops, or

(b) Internal or external disorder in which, under the orders
of the Governor-General in Council, it is necessary to
employ the Auxiliary Force to support or to supplement
the regular armed forces of the Crown.

86. Redress of grievances.—The rules laid down in the
Regulations for the Army in India, regarding the submission of
memorials and appeals will be followed. If a soldier considers
himself aggrieved, he will represent the case to his company com-
mander, etc. Any appeal against the decisien of the company
commander, ete., will be made through the latter to the command-
ing officer, and any further appeal will be made through both
these officers to higher authority.

87. Undue expenditure, entertainments, etc.—Officers
and soldiers should not be called upon to pay contributions for
balls, entertainments or refreshments unless they signify their
consent to pay a share of the expense incurred. A commanding
officer will give special countenance and protection to any officer
or soldier who may, from motives of economy, decline to share
in the proposed expense, and will call the attention of company
commanders to this regulation.

88. Detachments of units.—When units or detachments
of units are brought together for any military purpose, the senior
combatant officer present will be held responsible for the due
maintenance of order and discipline.

£~
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89. Meetings.—Meetings will not be held nor memorials
drawn upon any matter affecting discipline or the expenditure of
monies received from public -funds. No meetings, except those

called together by or ‘under the authority of the commanding
officer, will be recognised.

90. Political meetings.—Officers and soldiers vﬁll not take

part in or attend any political meetings or demonstrations in

uniform, nor will they discuss political questions in speeches at
military gatherings, such as dinners, prize distributions, concerts

and the like, whether their attendance thereat i8 or is not in
uniform, ‘

91. Praise or censure of superiors forbidden.—Deli-
berations or discussions by officers and soldiers of the Auxiliary
Force, with the object of conveying praise, censure, or any mark
of approbation towards their superiors or any others in His -
Majesty’s service are prohibited. '

The publication of laudatory orders on officers quitting a
station or relinquishing an appointment is forbidden.
92. Presentation of plate, etec.—No presentation of

plate, swords and the like will take place without the previous
sanction of the District Commander.

93. Escorts and guards of honour.—No body of officers

‘or soldiers of the Auxiliary Force will take part in any public

procession or ceremony, or form a guard of honour or escort
except when ordered or allowed to do so by the brigade com-
mander. As far as circumstances permit, the composition and
strength of a guard of honour or an escort will be in accordanre
with the Regulations for the Army in India.

94. Uniform not to be worn off duty.—A soldier of the
Auxiliary Force may not wear any article of uniform when off

duty unless he has first obtained the sanction of the commanding
officer.

‘Upkeep allowance at the rates and in accordance with the
conditions laid down in Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part IT,
is admissible for government bicycles authorised in E. R. (D),
Part 3—Auxiliary Force in India

95. Saluting officers.—Soldiers in uniform will salute. all
commissioned officers whom they know to be such, whether in
uniform or not, “including officers of the Royal Navy, Royal
Marines, Royal Air Force and Royal Tndian Marine. ‘ :

96. Conduct sheets.—Regimental and .company conduct
sheets and minor offence reports shall be made out when required
and maintained as far as possible in accordance with the diree-
tions laid down in King’s' Regulations.

97. Quarter Guard.—When a quarter ‘Vguar'd’ i’sf‘foﬁn’:(.ii,

‘guard reports will be rendered and charges will be ‘entered therein

in accordance with King’s Regulations.

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2. Officers.

. 98. Purport of the provisions of Sections 4 to 44
of the Army Act to be explained to all soldiers on
joining.—Officers commanding corps or units will ensure that
the purport of the provisions of sections 4 to 44 of the Army Act
is explained to all soldiers on joining, so as to preclude the possi-
bility of ignorance on their part of the additional offences and
plunishments to which they become liable when subject to military
aw.

99. All ranks to be made acquainted with rules
and regulations.—Every commanding officer and officer com-
manding a detachment is responsible that all ranks serving under
him are made acquainted with the Act, and the rules and regula-
tions made thereunder, and also with the provisions of the Official

XIX and XXe Qecrets Acts, 1911, and the Indian Official Secrets Act. (Appen-

dices (XIX and XX.)

100. Treatment of soldiers.—An officer of any rank will
adopt towards his subordinates such methods of command and treat-
ment as will not only ensure respect for authority, but also foster
the feelings of self-respect and personal honour essential to military
efficiency. Non-commissioned officers will be guided by the fore-
going principles in dealing with each other and with private
soldiers. They will avoid the use of intemperate language or the
adoption of an offensive manner.

101. Reproof of non-commissioned officers.—An
officer will not reprove a non-commissioned officer in the presence
or hearing of privates, unless it is necessary for the benefit of
example that the reproof be made.

102. Bankruptcy, etc.—An officer who becomes a bank-
rupt, makes a composition with his creditors, or is otherwise
unable to meet his engagements, will at once notify the fact to
his commanding officer. The latter will report the circumstances
for the information of the Commander-in-Chief in India who will
decide whether the officer can be permitted to continue to hold
a commission. '

108. Officers’ character impugned.—Every officer, whose
character or conduct as an officer and gentleman has been
impugned, must submit the case within a reasonable time to his
commanding officer, or the competent military authority, for
investigation. Pending the investigation an officer may be sus-
pended from duty.

3. Officers’ and Sergeants’ Mess.

104. If an officers’ or sergeants’ mess is established in a unit
under the authority of the commanding officer, that officer will
be responsible that it is organised on the lines laid down in
King’s Regulations, that discipline is maintained and that accounts
are properly kept and audited.
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4. Non-Commissioned Officers.

105. Acting and lance rank.—An acting or lance non-
commissioned officer of the Auxiliary Force, India, may be ordered
by a commanding officer to revert fo his permanent grade.

106. Removal from appointment.—A soldier may be
removed from his appointment by order of his commanding officer,
but if the permanent rank of such soldier is higher than that of
corporal, the sanction of the brigade commander must be obtained.
He will, if so removed, revert to the ordinary duty of his permanent
rank,

107. Conviction by civil power.—When a non-commis-
sioned officer is convicted by the civil power of any offence, the
case 18 to be reported to the district commander, who, if he considers
it desirable, may order the reduction of the offender.

108. Reduced to a lower rank, or to the ranks.—
When not subject to the Army Act, a non-commissioned officet of
the Auxiliary Force, India, may be reduced to a lower rank;
or to the ranks, by the district commander for any sufficient reason,
including inefliciency. :

RSN

108-A. Non-commissioned officers transferred to the reserve
class may retain their rank,

5. Instructional Staff.
109. Application of the Army Act.—Officers, warrant

officers and non-commissioned officers of the regular forces, who
are serving on the instructional staff of a corps or unit of the
Auxiliary Force, are subject at all times to the Army Act.

110. Control.—Warrant and non-commissioned officers of
the instructional staff will be under the supervision of the adjutant.
Any irregularity of conduct, Incompetence, or want of attention
not amounting to a military offence on the part of an acting
sergeant-major, regimental quartermaster sergeant, or staff sergeant
instructor, will be reported to the commanding officer, who will
investigate the matter, and if he thinks fit, make an entry of it
in the character roll of the warrant or non-commissioned officer in
question.

. 111. Presents and testimonials forbidden.-—The rules
laid down in the King’s Regulations regarding testimonials apply
to members of the permanent staff of a corps of the Auxiliary

Force. They will not accept presents or testimonials from members

Members. of the permanent staff will not allow themselves to
be coz.nphmented_, either directly or indirectly, by Presents or
collective expressions of opinion, from persons who are serving or

3a
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who have served-in the unit-to which they-are or have b en posted
or attached. The presentation of testimonials to adjutants, either
directly or indirectly, is strictly prohibited. R R

112. Military offences.—A military offence committed’ by
a warrant officer or staff sergeant instructor will be reported to the
officer commanding the station, or to the district commander, if
the corps or unit is not in a military station. The report will be
accompanied by the conduct sheet of the offender, in which any
punishments awarded, will be entered by the awarding officer.
Such offences committed by a drill instructor will be referred to:

the officer commanding the regular corps to which he belongs, or
8" attached. ' ) ‘ '

6. Summary and Minor Punishments.

118. The responsibilities of an officer commanding a corps or
unit of the Auxiliary Force, India, or a detachment of a corps or
unit in respect to the summary disposal of offenees, are defined
in Rule 15.

 The powers of an officer commanding ‘a’ corps or unmit when
dealing summarily with an offence under Rule 15, are as prescribed
in Rule 16.

The powers of an officer commanding a detachment when dealing
summarily with an offence under Rule 15, are as prescribed in

Rule 17. :

The recovery of fines is as prescribed in Rule 18.

7. Absence without Leave.

114. When any enrolled person appears to have been absent
for a period of three months (reckoned from the date of the last
parade attended by him) from his place of residence in Tndia for
the time being, and thereby appears to have left the area com-
manded by the district commander in whose area his place of
residence 1s situated without having notified such district com-
mander as required by Section 16 of the Act, a court of enquiry
will, as soon as practicable, be assembled -and enquire respecting
the fact of such ahsence and the deficiency (if any) of arms,
ammunition, equipment, instruments, or clothing of such person;
and if satisfied of the fact of such person having been absent as
aforesaid, the court shall declare such absence and the period-
thereof and the said deficiency (if any), and such declaration shall
be sufficient authority for the commanding officer to strike the name
of such person off the corps or unit.

Articles found deficient and borne on:ledger charge will be
written-off in accordance with the rules laid down in Finaneial
Regulations for the Army in India, Part T1. Tent s y o
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- (ii) Before declaring any deficiency of arms, ammunition,
equipment, instruments or clothing, the court shall satisfy 1t§elf
that the absentee was, within a reasonable period prior to absenting
himself, in possession of the articles it finds to be deficient.

- (iii) The court will record the values of the unexpired wear
of the articles of (Government property found to be deficient. Des-
criptive roll of absentees will be produced at the court of enquiry.
A copy will be forwarded to all corps or units in the district i
which the unit of the absentee or absentees is located.

114-A. A person who has been declared by a cowrt of enquiry
held under paragraph 114 to have been absent for a period of three
months will be struck oft the strength of the corps or unit to which
he belongs. TUntil such declaration has been made a person who
is known to be absent will be shown in returns as absent. A person
who has been struck off the strength of the corps or unit to which
he belongs is not thereby -discharged and if his whereabouts is
discovered, or if he reappears, he may be proceeded against for
an offence under section 23 (¢), and if liable thereto for an offence
under section 24 (7) or (8) of the Act. A person struck off the
strength under this paragraph will, if his whereabouts is discovered,
or if he reappears in the area to which he belongs, be brought again
on the strength of the corps or unit to which he belongs and shown
in the returns as ‘ absent from area, whereabouts discovered ’ or
‘ rejoined from absence ’ as the case may be. .

8. Courts of Enquiry, Committees and Boards.

115. Definition.—A court of enquiry is an assembly of officers
only, or of one or more officers together with one or more warrant
and non-commissioned officers as may be desirable, directed to
collect evidence, and, if so required, to report with regard to any
matter which may be referred to them. Committees and boards
differ only from courts of enquiry in so far as that the objects for
which they are assembled should not involve any point of discipline,
and that they are not always required to collect evidence. They
will follow, so far as may be practicable, the regulations for courts
of enquiry, as laid down in King’s Regulations.

118. Power to assemble.-—A court of enquiry, committee,
or board may be assembled by the Commander-in-Chief in India,
or by an officer holding a command, to assist in arriving at a
correct conclusion on any subject on which it may be expedient
for them to be thoroughly informed; it may be required to give

an opinion on any point, but, when the enquiry affects the character

or military reputation of an officer or soldier, full opportunity must
be afforded to the officer or soldier of being present throughout
the enquiry.

117. Composition.—A court of enquiry may consist of any
number of members, its composition being determined by the
assembling officer according to the circumstances under which it is
assembled. Three members, the senior acting as president, will in
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ordinary cases be sufficient, and the regulations contained in Rule
of Procedure 124 will, so far as may be practicable, govern courts
of enquiry assembled under these regulations.

118. President.—The officer assembling a court of enquiry,
committee or board will appoint a president by name, or failing
such appointment the senior member will preside. When the
assembling officer has so appointed a president, no officer senior in
rank to the president will be appointed to serve as a member of
the court of enquiry, committee or board.

119. Regulations to apply to all boards.—Boards of
audit and for other purposes of the Auxiliary Force, will be
assembled in accordance with these regulations unless otherwise
directed. :

120. A. F. A-2 to be used.—All proceedings of courts of
enquiry, committees and boards for which special forms are not
provided, are to be recorded on A. F. A-2.

121. Officers not to be detailed for Boards for
Regular Army.—Officers of the Auxiliary Force shall not be
detailed as president or members of boards not convened under these
regulations except in cases where they are specially authorised to
be so detailed, but they may be permitted to attend boards con-
vened under the regulations for the regular army, for purposes of

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CHAPTER VII.—-TRAINING, EDUCATION, INSI’ECTIONS.

1. General.
122. Role.—The normal role of the Force is defined as fol-

lows : —

(i) (A) Units other than railway units to furnish assistance to
the civil power in the protection of life and property (particularly
Government property) and in the maintenance of order in local
emergencies, pending the arrival of regular troops.

(B) Railway units to protect railway personnel and property in
emergencies.

(ii) The duties comprised under (i) (A) will normally entail
escort work, the defence of buildings, posts, keeps and vital instal-
lations, the dispersal of mobs and similar operations.

They will not normally include mobile operations against formed
bodies of rebels in the field.

(iii) The duties comprised under (i) (B) will normally entail—

(@) co-operation with regular troops allotted for the protection
of strategic railways, and °

.(b) acceptance of full responsibility, in conjunction with the
police and pending the arrival of regular troops, if
necessary and available for the protection of important
non-strategic railways.

The execution of these duties will entail the protection of
railway personnel and their families; the defence of important
railway property and areas; and the patrolling of railway lines.

Railway units will not normally be called out in aid of the civil
power in emergencies not connected with the railways and their
training will be regulated accordingly ; but they may be called npon
for the same purposes as non-railway units in special emergencies,
provided that they can be spared from their primary duties.

128. (A) Subjects to be taught.—Whilst training will be
governed, in some respects, by local conditions and will be liable
to certain variations where technical units are concerned, instruc-
tion will include the following subjects:—

(i) For all units— )

(a) Proficiency in the use of the weapons with which the unit
is armed. The standard of training must be such as
will give the man confidence in his ability to handie
his arms. ' ;

(b) Drill. This is essential to ensure that degree of steadiness
and discipline which is vital for military action of any
kind.

(¢) Guard duties,
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(d) Knowledge of the topography of the areas in Whlch the unit
may be called upon to operate in an emergency. Thls 4
- is of especial importance in urban areas.

(e) Practice in the procedure to be adopted for the acquisition
and forwarding of information.

- (f) Training in first aid and stretcher drill.

(9) The hasty defence of buildings with such mateudl as - 1s*
readily available. .

(i) For units other than raidway wnits—

- (a) Protection on the march and at rest including partiés
moving in lorries.’

() Methods to be adopted to afford assistance to the police
in the clearing of streets, dispersal of crowds, etec.

(¢) Street fighting and patrolling.

(d) Duties of escorts to non-combatants, convoys, prisoners,
ete, :

(e) Action in support of the civil power in the clearing of
' areas and the rounding up of insurgents. This applies
partmula,rly to eavalry units.

- (iii) For railway units—

(a) The security of bridges, statlons, bu1ld1ngs and other
- important railway property. These duties will include
~not only the security of the permanent way, vital railway
installations, etc., but also the protection of buildings
and areas occupied by the families of railway-men.
(b) The training of light motor patrols will be governed by
“ Drill Training and Employment of nght Motor
Patrols (A. F. 1.) 1932 .

(B) The subjects enumerated above deal with the duties Whlch
units of the Auxiliary Force may be called upon to carry out
during an emergency. These duties must be closely studied by
officers and non-commissioned officers and, in urban areas, this can
best be done through the medium of tactical exercises without
troops.

Whilst the men must be capable of performing the tasks which
may be required of them when called out in aid of the civil power,
it 18 recognised that some of the subjects dealt with above are not -
appropriate to work in camp. A certain latitude and variety in
training is essential during the period under canvas to stimulate
the interest of the troops.. .

- 124.

125. Musketry instruction. —«Prellmmary musketry in-
struction forms part of the annual course and is additional to the
preliminary or periodical training required by the Act. The
amount of such training will be determined by thé commanding
officer or the officer commanding the detachment: at his discretion,
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but it shall be not less than two days nor exceed four days as
defined in the Act. Commanding officers of units will decide
the actual period to be undergone and may, at their discretion,
reduce or omit the period where its enforcement would result in
undue hardship to the individuals concerned. '

126. Training in first-aid and stretcher drill.—Train-
ing in first-aid is of importance, as medical assistance may not
always be available when units or detachments of the Auxiliary
Force are called out. Courses of instruction will be held perio-
dically under the auspices of the St. John’s Ambulance Associa-
tion.

Officers and soldiers on completion of a course of training in
stretcher drill, as laid down in King’s- Regulations, will, if
qualified, be granted a certificate on India Army I'orm X-1843.

. 127. Training of non-commissioned officers for pro-
motion.—Company commanders, etc., are responsible that all
non-commissioned officers receive adequate instruction in profes-
sional matters to fit them for promotion to higher rank,- whether
connected with training or with interior economy or technical
duties appertaining to their arm of the service.

128. Attachments and courses of instruction.—Dis-
trict commanders will utilise every opportunity for affording
instruction to officers and non-commissioned officers of the Auxi-
liary Force, India and, when possible, will attach personnel of
cavalry units to either regular British or Indian horsed cavalry
units, and personnel of other arms to regular British units during
training; where it is proposed to attach cavalry personnel to
regular Indian horsed cavalry units, commanding officers of the
latter will first certify that they are able to provide suitable
accommodation for such personnel. Officers and non-commissioned
officers of the Auxiliary Force will also be given every facility to
attend manceuvres, field days, lectures, and exercises with and
without  troops. Vacancies at classes and courses of instruction
also should be allotted when possible. District commanders, before
authorising, will satisfy themselves in each individual case of its
necessity and that the duration of the attachment, course, ete., is
limited strictly to the object to be fulfilled.

2. Preliminary and Periodical Training.

129. Preliminary training.—Preliminary training will be
carried out under the direction of the commanding officer. The:
courge of training will be progressive and will be so designed as
to enable an intelligent recruit to qualify within the period laid
down. Relaxation of the maximum period rests with the com-
manding officer and is admissible only on the attainment by the
recruit of the required standard of efficiency.

130. Periodical training.—Periodical training will be
undergone by officers and soldiers of each corps or umit to. the
extent required by the Act, subject to any variation ordered under
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section 13, according to a definite programme which will be sub
mitted to and approved by the brigade commander. Every officer
and soldier shall receive a copy of'this programme and the command-
ing officer is responsible for communicating the date, hour and place
of parade to all concerned, at least ten days previously. Atten.
dance at parade is compulsory for every officer and soldier so
notified unless leave of absence is obtained previously from the
commanding officer on the spot. The number of parades so fixed
must be sufficient to enable every officer and soldier to undergo
the required training during the year without undue inconvenience.
_If the period available for the performance of the periodical
training has been so reduced by the grant of leave as to render
it impossible for an officer or soldier to complete the required
training, a report will be made to the brigade commander who
will decide whether any such training is to be performed and if
80, how much.

131. Alternative method of training.—A commanding
officer may allow any officer or soldier to carry out his preliminary

or periodical training as follows:—
(i) all arms—with another unit of the Auxiliary Force;

(11) cavalry personnel—with either regular British or Indian
horsed cavalry units; :

(iii) other arms—with a regular British unit.

The consent of the officer commanding the unit with which it
is proposed such training will be carried out will first be obtained
in writing; in the case of an attachment to a regular Indian
horsed cavalry unit, the officer commanding the latter will also
certify that he is able to provide suitable accommodation for the
individual who is being attached. Any training so performed
shall be certified in writing by or on behalf of the officer command-
ing the unit or detachment with which the training is carried out.

The officer commanding the unit or detachment with which
such training is performed shall provide the requisite arms and
equipment for the purposes of such training.

182. Variations of training.— The district commander
after scrutinising the programme of periodical training submitted
by the officer commanding each corps or unit will give the ad¥visory
committee, or committees, concerned an opportunity of expressing
an opinion thereon. The discretion vested in the district. com-
mander is wide, as local conditions may render it necessary to
introduce variations and relaxations.

133. Reduction of training on attachment during
temporary absence.—See paragraph 69.

134.

3. Permanent Staff.

135. Training duties of adjutant.—The adjutant of »
corpe or unit of the Auxiliary Force is the staff officer of the
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commanding officer. Under the direction of the commanding
officer he will encourage officers to train their own commands, and
will, to the best of his ability, assist them in preparing them-
selves for examination. The adjutant will exercise a general
supervision over the musketry training of the unit and over the
preliminary training of recruits.

136. Training duties of warrant and non-commis-
sioned efficer.—The duties of the permanent staff in so far as
the training of the corps or unit is concerned are mainly those of
instructing, under the order of the commanding officer, the
officers and non-commissioned officers of the corps or unit, and of
supervising the instruction given by the officers and non-commis-
sioned officers to the men.

In certain cases it will be necessary for the permanent staff to
undertake the elementary training of recruits during their preli-
minary training and before they are passed out to join their
companies, but the system to be aimed at as far as possible is
that the officers should be the instructors of their own non-com-
missioned officers, and that both officers and non-commissioned
officers should instruct their own men. By this means only can
officers and non-commissioned officers acquire the habit of com-
mand and powers of instruction and become, as they should be,
-the leaders of their men.

4. Inspections.

137. Every corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force will be inspect-
ed annually under arrangements made by the district commander.
The inspection should be held at such time and place as may
ensure the largest possible attendance, and for this purpose, early
notice of the date fixed should be given to the corps or unit.
The object of the_inspection is to ascertain the fitness of the
corps or unit for the duties it may be required to perform, and
to test the efficiency of the officers for the duties required of
them. Tor review reports see paragraph 196-B.

138. Parade states.—On the inspection of any corps or unit

a parade state on India Army Form Y-1914 giving the enrolled

strength and the actual numbers on parade will be handed to the
inspecting officer.

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 CHAPTER VIIL—GENERAL DUTLES.
B 1. Leave. 7%

139. Leave in India, involving absence from the headquarters
of the area in' which the: corps or unit is ordinarily” recruited,
1s admissible for a period not-exceeding three months to all raiks
on notification to the commanding officer. The grant of such
leave will not necessarily affect the obligation to perform the
training required, unless permission of the -district’ commander
1s obtained to the reduction of training.

140. Temporary absence.—An officer (other than a com-
manding officer), or soldier, who desires to quit his statiorr and to
reside temporarily outside the area in which his corps or unit is.
ordinarily recruited, shall, except when on leave, first give notice
of his intended change of address. If his change of residence is
of such a nature as to admit of his attachment to another corps or
unit of the Auxiliary Force, he shall, at the discretion of his
commanding officer, be attached for discipline and training to such
corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force as may be convenient, b
arrangement between the corps or unmits concerned. Should sucﬁ
change of residence not admit of such attachment conveniently,
the matter will be referred for the orders of the district com-
mander, who will  decide whether any reduction of training is to
be granted in consequence of such change of residence. By

2. Leave——Pelfmanent Staff.

141. Adjutants, British Service officers.—British
seryice officers-appointed as adjutants are classed as regimentally
employed, and as such will, for the purposes of leave, be governed-
by the British service leave rules as laid down in Regulations for

142. Warrant and non-commissioned officers.—Re-
gulations for leave for warrant and non-commissioned officers of
the permanent staff are governed by the leave rules as laid down in
Regulations for the Army in India.

3. Calling out and embodiment.

143. The liability of persons of the Auxiliary Force, India,
in respect to calling out and embodiment is as defined in section 18

of the Act.

. 145-A. Military funerals.—Military funerals may be
accorded to deceased officers and men who at the time of their death
were members of an Auxiliary Force, India, corps or unit and
who are to be buried within the military area in-which the head-
quarters are situated. The salutes and attendances of troops,
which will be confined to the Auxiliary Force, India, will not
. exceed those laid down in King’s Regulations for corresponding
ranks of the regular army.

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CHAPTER IX;—UNIFORM, EQUIPMENT, DECORATIONS,
- MEDALS, ETC.

1. Clothing—Officers. ;
146. Authorised patterns to be followed.—Command-

ing officers are forbidden to introduce or to sanction any deviation
from the sealed patterns of dress, clothing, equipment and badges
without reference to the M. (. (. in India, who will, if necessary,
obtain the orders of the Commander-in-Chief in India. They will
be responsible for the cost of replacing or restoring to the approved
pattern any articles worn in their corps or units which may be found
not to be in conformity therewith.” They will, however, permit
individual officers to continue to wear articles of dress already in
their use which become obsolete by change of pattern in regula-
tions. No permission to continue the wear of obsolete articles will
extend beyond five years from the change of regulations; such
- articles may not be renewed, but must be replaced by the latest
patterns.

When obtaining uniform and equipment, officers should make
sure, by personal comparison if possible, that articles are being
supplied according to sealed pattern.

147. Payment indent.—Officers are permitted to purchase
such articles of clothing, necessaries and materials suitable for their
uniforms and equipment as may be available from the Army Cloth-
ing, and Ordnance factories or regimental stores.

148. Wearing of uniform off duty.—The wearing of
uniform by officers of the Auxiliary Force when on leave, or when
not on actual military duty, or the wearing of ornaments, emblems,
etc., is governed by the provisions laid down for the British service.

149. Service dress.—All officers must provide themselves
with khaki drill service dress according to Dress Regulations laid
down for the British army, for the arm or branch to which they
belong.

The maintenance of serge service dress by officers of the
A. F. (1) is optional.

150. Shoulder titles.—Shoulder titles as authorised will
be ‘worn on the shoulder straps of service dress jackets.

In cases where it does not form part of the shoulder titles, the
letter A * of the same metal as the title and 3 inch high, will be
worn below the shoulder title.
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In the case of officers of the R. A. and R. L. of the A. I, (L.)

shoulder titles will not be worn, the letter * A > only will be worn
below the badges of rank on the shoulder strap.

On mess dress jackets shoulder titles will not be worn. The
letter © A ? as above will be worn below the badges of rank.

150-A. Provided no expense to the State is involved, Auxiliary
Force units may wear a distinctive band 1 inch to 1 inch deep, of
- any colour desired, under the shoulder titles. The band will not
be worn on field service.

151. Helmets, service dress, caps, chin straps, sam browne
belts, swords and scabbards, sword knots, whistles, ankle boots,
spurs and putties will be of the pattern laid down for officers of the
British service in the arm or branch concerned.

Shorts will be worn by other than mounted officers when the men
wear shorts.

Leggings will be worn by all mounted officers unless they wear
field boots. They will be of plain brown leather. All officers of a
corps or unit must wear the same pattern.

Boots, field, brown may be adopted instead of leggings, but
practice in the unit must be uniform. : ,

Shoulder chains will be worn when worn by the men.

Shoulder straps will be worn on jackets, and on shirts when
worn without the jacket.

152. Mess dress.—The adoption of mess dress is optional for
any corps or unit, but in no case will it be provided at Government
expense. Such dress will be of the pattern described below. Units
of other branches, or units for whom no mess dress has been
authorised, will apply through the usual channels to the M. G. O.
in India for sanction to any form of mess dress conforming to the
pattern laid down for officers of similar branches of the regular
army. :

153. Badges of rank.—Badges of rank, ete., will be worn
as in corresponding ranks of the British service.

154. Orders of dress.—Orders of dress will be as laid down
for the British service.

155. Wearing medals.—Medals and decorations will be
worn in the manner prescribed for the regular forces,

2. Clothing—Permanent Staff.

156. Officers.—Officers of the regular forces will wear the
uniform of the corps or unit of the regular forces to which they
belong.

157. Members other than officers.—Members of the
permanent staff other than officers, will, if belonging to the India
Unattached List, wear the uniform, badges, buttons and shoulder
titles as authorised for that corps, and if seconded or on probation,
will wear the uniform, badges, etc., of their permanent corps or
unit,

158. Chevrons, and badges of Staff Sergeant
Instructors.—The badges and chevrons of acting regimental
sergeant majors, acting regimental quartermaster sergeants, staff
sergeant instructors and the subordinate instructional staff will be
as laid down for corresponding ranks of the British service.

In order to provide for men whom the ready-made garments will
not fit, 10 per cent. of khaki drill garments and pantaloons in any
one indent may, if desired, be drawn in materials and made up
regimentally.

In such cases the authorised making rate only will be admissible,

Claims preferred on account of making and fitting will be
admitted at rates prescribed for British troops of the regular arny,
and should be supported by a certificate from the commanding
officer to the effect that the work was essential. In order to ascer-
tain the correct sizes suitable for each man, specification (size scales)
for each garment should be obtained from the Clothing Depét on
which dependent.

The permanent stocks of new clothing and necessaries to be
maintained by corps or units for the purpose of meeting renewals,
should not exceed 10 per cent. of the number of pith hats and 5 per
cent. of the number of each other article issued, calculated on the
actual strength of the corps or unit on the Ist of April in each year.
L. addition, part-worn clothing and necessaries, withdrawn from
discharged members, may be held on charge if considered suitable
for initial issue to new entrants or for replacement issues to servihg
members. As far as possible these part-worn stores will be used up
before new articles are issued. et

In the case of Railway units, no reserve stock of new clothing
and necessaries will be maintained and annual indents will be sub-
mitted one month before the annual training commences.

Corps or units, will maintain clothing ledgers on I. A. F. 0-1347
for articles of clothing and necessaries issued free.

These ledgers will be subject to local audit every quarter under
the orders of the C.’s M. A. concerned. The latter will keep district
commanders informed of the progress ‘of expenditure under this

head.



162-A. Loan issues.—The following items will be issued on

164. Replacements.—Free replacements will be made
only on condemnation of any article of clothing or ordnance equip-
ment by the adjutant of an Auxiliary Force corps or unit.

Indents for initial issues or replacements will be submitted
quarterly except on emergent indents submitted for special reasons
to be stated in writing. Every condemned article should be handed
in and disposal orders obtained from time to time from the clothing
depot or arsenal concerned. '

164-A. Replacements of outgrown articles.—When
garments are outgrown by the wearer :nd the officer commanding
is satisfied that a new issue has become necessary from this cause -
and that due attention was paid to the instructions laid down for
fitting, the outgrown clothing will be withdrawn and taken on unit
charge for re-issue and part-worn or new articles required issued
free in replacement. :

165. Boots.—On or after enrolment any non-commissioned
officer or man is entitled to an initial free issue of one pair of boots.
Replacements will be made when required under the terms of para-
graph 161 provided five years (2} years in the case of cadets) has
elapsed since the condemned boots were issued. o

* The period of wear of walking out boots when issued in lieu of
army ankle boots at the option of the commanding officer, is four
years.
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Should replacements be necessary in the opinion of. the
adjutant of an Auxiliary Force corps or unit before the periods;
referred to above have elapsed, the non-commissioned officer or man
concerned will be charged the original value of the pair of boots,
less the monthly rate of depreciation for the period for which the
boots have been in use. In reckoning the period of use, the month
of issue will be counted and the month in which the boots are
condemned or lost will be disregarded.

On -embodiment unserviceable boots may be replaced at the
discretion of the officer commanding the corps or unit, such unser-
viceable boots being handed back to store, and on replacement in
these circumstances the life of the boots will be reckoned from the
date of replacement.

166. Magazine, waterproof and canvas clothing.—
The issue of magazine, waterproof, and canvas clothing and waders
authorised by Clothing Regulations, India, applies to soldiers when
called out for military service or actual military duty. These
articles will be treated as station stores, and only issued when
considered necessary by the district commander and when the
occasion for their use has ceased, they will be returned to the
supplying department. : '~

167. Badges, skill at arms.—Badges for skill at arms will
be worn as laid down in Small Arms Training, Volume IV, 1931,

168. Responsibility of a soldier.—The soldier is respon-
sible for the safe custody of all articles of clothing and necessaries
in his charge. When in receipt of pay his responsibility for upkeep
and replacement will be enforced as laid down in Clothing Regula-
tions, India. On discharge a soldier will hand in all clothing and
necessaries in his possession, and will have to pay for any defici-
encies,

Members of the Auxiliary Force, India, are personally respon-
sible for returning clothing issued to them in a clean and washed
condition and no expenditure will be incurred against Government
on this account.

Expenditure on account of repairs to clothing on charge of
Auxiliary Force corps or units will be met from the contingent
grant made under paragraph 276. If the grant is, however, insuffi-
cient for the purpose, such charges should be preferred with the
sanction of the competent financial authority under the financial
powers delegated to him in paragraph 10, Financial Regulations,
India, Part I.

Members of the Auxiliary Force, India, before proceeding on
leave ez-India should return all clothing, etc., in their charge to
unit stores for safe custody. A separate corps ledger marked
“ CLOTHING—MEMBERS ON LEAVE—SAFE CUSTODY *
should be used. '

169. Regulations for the clothing and equipment of
absentees.—See paragraph 114.

189-A. Disposal of clothing, necessaries and equip-
ment on transfer.—Men transferred from one munit to another
will hand over their clothing, necessaries and equipment before
leaving the station and will, on joining the new unit, receive a fresh
outfit on the scale authorized for the new unit, which will include
part-worn serviceable articles, if available in unit stores.

Nore.—The above orders do not, however, apply to men transferred

between battalions of the same regiment, who will take with them their
slothing and necessaries on transfer.
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169-B. Wearing of Patrol Uniform and White
Mess Dress by other Ranks of the A. F. (I.).—Members
of A. F. (1.) units may maintain and wear on the occasions
prescribed, the patrol uniform and the white mess dress as laid
down in paragraphs 491 to 498, Clothing Regulations, India.

The upkeep of this dress is optional and no expenditure will be
borne by the State.

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CHAPTER X.—ARMS, AMMUNITION AND ACCOUTRE-
; MENTS. ;

170. Care of arms.—Members of the Auxiliary Force are
vesponsible for the care of all arms issued to them, and for the due
observance of instructions laid down in the authorised manuals
vegarding the care of arms.

170-A. Scale of issue.—Rifles may be held on charge for
the total strength, active and reserve, of the corps or unit up to
the enrollable maxima for that corps or unit laid down from time
to time. :

171. Tampering with arms forbidden.—The following
order will be affixed to the doors of all armouries, drill sheds, and
orderly rooms:—

" Members of the Auxiliary Force must not under any
pretext tamper with their arms and equipment. 1f the action
or any other part of the weapon is found to have been tampered
with, it will be repaired at the expense of the individual
concerned.”’ ' : '

172. Custody of arms.—Arms, ammunition and accoutre-
ments will never be used for other than corps duties. Arms will be
kept in the armoury, unless the commanding officer subject to the
sanction of the district commander, directs that they will be kept
by officers and soldiers in their own charge. In such cases every
officer and soldier will be responsible for the safe custody and
maintenance in proper condition of the arms, ammunition and
accoutrements entrusted to him. All arms in the possession of the
corps or unit will be inspected once a quarter by the commanding
officer or by an officer deputed by him, those in private charge
being returned, if necessary and feasible, to the armoury for the
purpose. A soldier of the Auxiliary Force proceeding outside the
area in which his corps or unit is located will not take his arms
and accoutrements with him unless written permission has been
obtained from the commanding officer.

173. Marking of arms.- Arms and accoutrements issued
to corps or units of the Auxiliary Force will be marked before issue
by the Ordnance Department. The unit marks required should be
stated on the requisition.

174. Repairs and Replacements.—The State undertakes -

the repair of arms issued to units of the Auxiliary Force. When
repairs are required owing to fair wear and tear, no charge is
made, but charges for repairs and replacements due to any- other
cause than fair wear and tear will be assessed under the rules in
force in Regulations for the Army in India and recovered from the
corps, unit or individual concerned.

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175. Examination 0i arms py Chief Civil Masteyr
armourers.—Chiet civil master armourers will examine anud
report on the arms of Auxiliary fforce corps or units, in the presence
of the adjutant, or of an officer of the corps or unit specially
detailed tor the purpose if the: adjutant cannot conveniently” be
preseni and also of any instructor residing at the station where the
examination is made. The-chief civil master armourer will state
lis reasons for the incidence of charges to. make good loss or
damage, and will prepare his report in duplicate on India Army
Form 0-1447 and forward one copy to the officer commanding and
the other to the Imspector of Guns and Rifles, through the
Assistant Director of Ordnance Stores of the arsenal on which the
unit is dependent. In the case of Artillery units he will furnish a
separate report on the arms of each unit to the district commander.
When the opinion of the chief civil master armourer that damage or
deficiency is chargeable to the corps or unit is not concurred in by
the officer commanding, he will give his reasons in his remarks on
the chief civil master armourer’s report, and submit the case to
the district commander, who will obtain any expert advice required
from the Inspector of Guns and Rifles, and if the amount involved
is within his financial powers, finally decide whether the charge
should be met by the unit or by the State. :

~ 176. Requisitions.—Requisition for replacements and re-
pairs, etc., other than as provided in Equipment Regulations
(Auxiliary Force), together with the chief civil master armourer’s
report (in original) will be forwarded in the case of replacements,
on 1. A. F. 7Z-2098 to the Assistant Director of Ordnance Stores
through the district commander and, in the case of repairs, in
writing, to-the Arsenal concerned.

*-177. Report on staff sergeant instructors.—The chief
civil master armourer will state the minor repairs which have been
executed by staff sergeant instructors, and his opinion regarding
their work. :

178. Browning of arms.—Such arms as in the opinion of -
the chief civil master armourer require browning will under the -
orders of the Assistant Director of Ordnance Stores, which the
officer commanding will apply for, be browned in an arsenal.

179. Packing, etc.—Arms sent- from a corps or unit for
repair or browning must be accempanied by vouchers in duplicate.
'They will be packed in chests which, if required, can be -obtained -
from arsenals. -Corps or units will be liable for all damages arising
from bad packing. The incidence of cost of carriage of arms sent
to an arsenal follows the ineidence of the charges for the work.

180. Storage of ammunition.—The rules for storage of. :
ammunition in regimental magazines will be obseryved, and in every

magazine a copy of Tndia Army Form 0-1416 will be hung up. .
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The storage of service ammunition on charge of a corps or unit
of the Auxiliary Force will be arranged by the district commander
who will decide whether the whole or any part is to be kept in the
magazine or magazines of such corps or unit, or in the magazine of
a British unit or in an arsenal.
~ 181. Sale of ammunition.—The use or disposal of ammuni-
tion issued to a corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force, except n
Government service, is strictly prohibited. :
182. Ammunition not to be carried by men.—A
soldier of the Auxiliary Force is strictly forbidden—
(a) to carry any rounds of ball ammunition to a place of
parade or instruction, and
(b) to take any Government ammunition away from a rifle
range or place of instruction. An order to this effect
will be published in regimental or battalion orders at
the commencement of the musketry training season.

Whenever possible, ammunition_for musketry practice or com-
petition will be issued on the range. Ammunition will be conveyed
to the range in bulk under unit arrangements.

183. Precautions regarding blank and dummy
ammunition.—Before blank and dummy ammunition is issued
on parade the officer or instructor will personally inspect all rifles,
magazines, pouches and bandoliers to ascertain that they contain
no ball ammunition. A certificate will be rendered that this has
been done.

Dummy cartridges may be issued to the men for practice in
rapid loading in their spare time. Squadron and company com-
manders will watisfy themselves by frequent inspection that the
dummy cartridges are correctly accounted for and damages duly
reported.

184. Custody of ammunition.—Nothing in these regula-
tions shall prevent an officer or soldier from being in possession of
a limited number of rounds of service ammunition, if, in the
opinion of his commanding officer, such a course is desirable owing
to the scattered nature of the corps or unit to which such officer or
soldier belongs or for other sufficient reason. In such cases the
commanding officer must be satisfied that adequate precautions will
be taken for the safe custody of such ammunition, but not more
than thirty rounds of ammunition will be issued at one time to an

officer or soldier, and no more will be issued until he has handed -

in the full number of rounds or empty cases. Ammunition for an
officer or soldier of the Auxiliary Force at an out-station must be in
charge of a responsible member resident there, whom the command-
ing officer will select. An account will be kept by the quarter-
master or adjutant (in the case of an out-station by the member in
charge of the ammunition) of all ammunition issued to and rounds
or empty cases returned by members. - This account will be laid

before inspecting officers.

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185. Issue of ammunition.—(i) Whenever ammunition
is issued from, or returned to, store for or by the troops at the
1ssuing station, an officer (who will keep the key of the magazine
or store in his possession) or in his absence a member of the per-
manent staff who may be specially permitted use of the key for the
purpose, will attend.

(ii) All ammunition for the use of the men when on parade
will, before distribution to the men, be inspected by the officer
commanding the parade, who will satisfy himself that the deserip-
tion and quantity of ammunition drawn is correct and who will be
personally responsible—

(a) that such ammunition is properly used and expended,

(b) that all unexpended rounds are collected at the termina-
tion of the parade; and

(c) that the whole of such unexpended balance is checked as
correct and duly returned to the magazine.

On all occasions of field practice, classification and instruetional
firing or competitions, an officer or non-commissioned officer of
the permanent staff or other non-commissioned officer is to be
specially detailed to compare the number of rounds expended at the
conclusion of the firing with the register, Registers will always be
kept in such a way as to facilitate this check. The officer or non-
commissioned officer detailed will be responsible for returning the
unexpended rounds and empty cases to the magazine.

186. Inspection of ammunition.—All ammunition on
regimental charge is to be inspected at least once a month by the
commanding officer or an officer or officers deputed by him.

187. Loss of arms, ammunition and equipment.—
Loss of arms and equipment—Immediate reports of all cases of
theft or loss of arms or ammunition as detailed below will be made
as directed in I. A. F. Z-2000—

(a) Complete arms, including bored out muskets, carbines and
fusils issued for sporting purposes, but excluding
bayonets, swords, ete.

(b) Barrels.
(¢) Bolts L. M. or L. E.
(d) Machine gun locks, Lewis gun bolts and bodies, and Hotch-

kiss machine gun blocks, breech.,
(e) Explosives.
(/) Gun and trench mortar ammunition and bombs.

188. Attached officers and soldiers, provision of
ammunition.—The corps or unit {o- which an officer or soldier
is attached, or with which any part of the periodical training is
performed, will provide him with ammunition as required for prac-
tice or for the annual musketry course.

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" CHAPTER XI.—CORRESPONDENCE, DOCUMENTS,
STATIONERY, REPORTS, RETURNS,  RECORDS,
ETC. o ; ; =

1. Gorrespondence‘.

191. General.—The channels for correspondence will be as
laid down for the regular army and will be strictly adhered to in
accordance with King’s Regulations and the Regulations for the
Army in India. An officer is responsible for the correctness of
documents submitted by him. ’

" He will record his opinion on any correspondence referred to
higher authority, adding such observations, based on local know-
ledge, as may enable a final decision to be arrived at.

All official letters received by units, formations and detach-
ments will be opened by an officer.

Each subject must be treated in a separate letter and will be
briefly indicated in the left-hand corner of the letter thus:—

Discipline, Equipment, Transport, Route, ete.

Paragraphs will be numbered and enclosures described in the
margin or in a.separate schedule. Unnecessary enclosures are to be
avoided. The.rank and unit or appointment of officers will be
added after the signatures. = :

Signatures are to be in manuscript and will not be stamped.

When a communication has reference to previous correspond-
ence, the registered numbers and dates of such correspondence will
be quoted.

Letters received from higher formations will be initialled by
the commanding officer. During the temporary absence of the
commanding officer, a summary of letters received from higher
formations will be made by the adjutant. The summary will show
the action taken and will be posted to the commanding officer
weekly. The commanding officer will initial the summary and
will return it-to the adjutant.- : :

Letters expressing an opinion or containing a recommendation,
when not signed by the commanding officer, will indicate whether
the commanding officer has approved of the purport of the letter.

A ““ pending ’’ register will be maintained and, in cases where
some delay must necessarily occur in replying to a letter received
from a higher formation, an interim reply will be forwarded report-
ing the fact. ; g "ta jaelb T

‘When a report is required to be submitted on a specific date,
and circumstances arise that may delay the submission of the
report, an interim report will be submitted, : :
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Corrgspondence addressed to individuals unconnected with the
:uy will 'be dealt with as in civil life and replies will not be sent
in minate form,

Envelopes enclosing letters for the district commander, and his
staff will be addressed : —

Headquarters,
District, Brigade, etc.,
(Station).

The general rule to be observed is that official correspondence
will be conducted between equals in rank, and that any officer of
Junior rank, corresponding with an officer of senior rank, will do
so through the staff officer of the latter.

An application from a regimental officer is to be submitted to
the commanding officer through the adjutant.

An application from a warrant officer, n. c. 0., or man, is to
be made to his company, etc., commander who if necessary will
lay it before the commanding officer of the unit.

D. O. correspondence other than through the official channels
will not be permitted.

Letters not on public service are not to be enclosed under official
cover. . . oo :

Officers holding intermediate position in the chain of command
will not, unless in exceptional circumstances, refer to superior
authority matters which they have power to decide themselves.

Senior officers will impress on their subordinates the desirability
of dealing promptly with correspondence, and will suppress any
tendency to unnecessary correspondence.

Communications addressed to the commanding officer and
marked ‘“confidential ” will be sent unopened to his private
address.

When it is necessary for a higher formation to address direct
the officer commanding a company, detachment, ete., a copy of the
letter will invariably be sent to the commanding officer of the
unit.

The reply will be sent through the commanding officer of
the unit or, if required direct, a copy of the reply will be sent
to the commanding officer of the unit.

Commanding officers will not correspond on military matters
with the local Government. Such matters th t require reference
to the local Government will be referred to District Headquarters,
ete. : 5 |

2. Secret and confidential documents and maps.

192. General instructions.—The existence of secret and
confidential documents is not to be disclosed to anv persons other
than those whose duties require them ta be aware of it,

-
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Documents or maps classed as secret or confidential are not to
be referred to in any catalogue or publication which is not itself a
document marked ‘ secret ’ or ¢ confidential ’.

Information contained in a document or map marked ¢ for
official use only * is not to be communicated to the press, or to any
person not holding an official position in His Majesty’s service.

The publication of official documents for information or their

use in personal controversy or for any private purpose, without

due sanction from superior military authority will be treated as a
breach of official trust under the Official Secrets Act, 1911 and
1920, Appendix XIX.

The holder of a book, document or map marked °secret’ or
‘confidential * is personally responsible for its safe custody and
that its contents are disclosed only to those serving under him
whose duties it affects.

Should the officer responsible for the safe custody of any secret
or confidential document lend it to any other officer authorised
to be made acquainted with its contents, a receipt will be obtained
from the officer to whom it is lent. This receipt will be retained
until the book, document or map is returned.

When any deficiency in secret or confidential documents is
discovered, a report will immediately be made to the district
commander who will notify the G. 0. C.-in-C. The G. O. C.-in-C.
will institute enquiries, and take such disciplinary steps as the
case may demand.

A list of books, documents and maps marked  confidential ’
will be kept by the officer commanding the corps or unit or other
person responsible for them. Such officers when relinquishing their
appointment, will have the list verified at command headquarters,
or, at the discretion of the district commander, at formation head-
quarters, and will then hand over both the list and the articles to
their successor, obtaining the necessary receipt.

Other books, documents and maps marked ‘ for official use
only ”’, will be dealt with as laid down in this paragraph, as far
as custody and handing over are concerned.

3. Stationery.

193. Stationery.—Stationery will ordinarily be obtained on
indent from the Stationery Department on the scale authorised
for the corps or unit concerned by the district commander.,

4. Reports and Returns.

194. Forms for reports and returns.—The reports and
returns required to be rendered by corps or units of the Auxiliary
Force are those laid down in India Army Form Z-2000. The forms
to be used and the number to be supplied to each corps or unit are
laid down in India Army Form Z-2001.

For quarterly strength return see Appendix X.

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195. Copies of returns.—Copies of all returns will be kept
in a guard book in order of date. They may be destroyed after
three years.

196. Confidential reports on ‘officers of the
Auxiliary Force.—Confidential reports on all officers of the
Auxiliary Force (other than Commanding Officer) will be rendered
through “the usual military channel, to the district concerned,
where they will be retained.

The ordinary annual report form will not be used.

The report will be made out on a blank sheet of paper, the
column headings being Rank,—Name,—Report,—Remarks.

The sheet will be signed at the bottom by the reporting officer
and each officer will initial a separate copy of his own report, or,
i communicated by post, this fact will be recorded on the report
by the commanding officer.

_Confidential reports on Commanding Officers of the A. F. (1)
will be rendered on a separate sheet of paper, with headings to
indicate Rank—Surname—Christian name—Unit. The report will
be initiated by the competent military authority and forwarded
through the: usual military channels to the G. 0. C.-in-Chief,
Command, for any remarks he may wish to'make. The report will
then: be returned to the G. 0. C. District or Tndependent Brigade
concerned for retention, after communication to the officer reported
on.

- Duplicate copies of reports are not required.

In the case of an officer
holding the appointment of Honorary Aide-de-Camp to a Governor,
a report will also be sent to the local Government concerned. The
report should contain information giving rank and name, unit,
date, place, cause of death, name and address of next of kin, stating
relationship, and whether next of kin informed. ° -

198. Regimental orders.—The regimental or battalion
orders of a corps or unit will be divided into two parts as follows:—

Part I.—will deal with training, parades and matters which
do not affect a man’s pay, service or documents.

Part 11.—will deal with all transfers, attachments, postings,
striking off the strength, leave, and other matters

affecting the strength and personnel of corps or
units.

Part IT orders will be published not less than once a month and
copies of such orders will be forwarded to District Headquarters
immediately they are published.

Any casualty affecting a man who is temporarily attached to
another corps or unit will be published by the officer commanding
that corps or unit in Part IT orders, and a certified extract of those
orders will be forwarded to the officer commanding the corps or
unit to which the man belongs, for publication in Part IT orders of
the man’s unit. ;

Each issue of Part II orders will be numbered consecutively
commencing yearly on 1st January. FEach item will be given a sub-
number. , :

‘Where no Part IT orders are issued for any particular day or

week, the first issue thereafter will record the date and number
of the last Part IT orders issued. :

All other entries will be initialled by the officer
commanding the corps or unit in which the officer is serving at
the time they are made. When an officer is transferred to another
corps or unit his record of service in A. F. B-199-A corrected up
to date will be transferred with him. On an officer resigning his
commission in the Auxiliary Force the Form will be kept so long
as he continues to be a member of the force, or, if he is discharged,
for three years and then destroyed.

The record of services of officers in the Auxiliary Force, India,
will be maintained in accordance with the directions contained in
fhe Regulations for fhe Army in India, for officers of the Tndian
Army.

On receipt of a notification of transfer as laid down in para-
graph 27, A. F. B-199-A (Record of Service) and I. A. F. Aux. 1 of
the officer concerned will be transferred to the officer commanding,
the new corps or unit or, if the transfer is outside the district,
these documents will be sent to the district commander concerned,
for subsequent transmission to the new corps or unit affected.

On receipt of a notification of transfer as laid down in para-
graph 24, A. F. B-199-A (Record of Service) of the officer con-
cerned will be given to the officer for custody, until he is re-trans-
ferred to and borne on the active establishment of a unit of the
force. In the event of his being permitted to undergo training
whilst on the General List, the unit of attachment will ensure that
A. F. B-199-A is brought up-to-date before it is returned to the

officer for custody.

201. Certificate of enrolment.—Every soldier on
appointment to-a corps or unit, will be given a certificate of enrol-
ment bearing the date on which he reported himself in the form
given in Appendix X.

A book of counterfoils of these certificates will be maintained
at the headquarters of each corps or unit.
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. %02. Documents to be despatched on transfer.—
When a soldier is transferred to another corps or unit, the follow-
ing documents will be transferred and despatched to his new
corps’: — : ; :
(1) I. A. F. Aux. 1. el
(i) Regimental and company conduct sheets.

" (iii) Musketry transfer statements.

(iv) A certificate showing the ‘amounts paid to the soldier
during the year in which he is transferred.

(v) Note of proceedings, if any, of the Advisory Committee
(to be attached to I. A. F. Aux. 1 or entered in item
1 or 6 of the statement of services according to whether
the proceedings affect the individual either on or after
enrolment).

9203. Statement of service on transfer.—For every
goldier a statement of service will be maintained in the form given
in I. A. I'. Aux. 1. When transferred under paragraph 202, the
transfer certificate will be filled up and signed -and the document
forwarded to the corps or unit to which the soldier is transferred.

204. Medical history sheets.—Medical history sheets
will be maintained for every soldier of the active class.

They will be kept by the officer commanding the station hospital,
or if there is no station hospital, at the headquarters of the corps,

or unit, and maintained as laid down in King’s Regulations.

205. Conduct sheets, etc.—Regimental and company
tonduct sheets, minor offence and guard reports will be opened and
maintained as laid down in King’s Regulations.

206. Disposal of documents.—On the discharge of a
soldier his statement of services will be kept for at least 10 years
and medical history sheet and conduct sheets will be kept for three
years and then destroyed. :

~ 907. India Army Orders, etc.—All India Army Orders,
Army Instructions (India), etc., received from Army Headquarters

are to be kept and maintained in accordance with the Regulations
for the Army in India. :

208. Register of letters.—A register of all letters received
will be kept in I. A. F. Z-2006. :

6. Regimental numbers.

209. Regimental numbers.—A number will be assigned
to every soldier of the Avuxiliary Force on appointment to a corps
or unit and entered against his name in the roll of the Corps or
unit. ;

A number which becomes vacant will not be filled up.
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CHAPTER XII.—FINANCE.

1. General.

210. Accounts.—Regular accounts will be kept of all public
and regimental (including private and charitable) funds.

The rules regarding ° Responsibility for Expenditure, Cash and
Tunds, ete.’”’, contained in paragraph 843 et seq., Regulations for
the Army in India, will apply mautats mutandis to units of the
Auxiliary Force, India.

The accounts of ¢ Public Funds ’ only will be open to inspection
by the inspecting officers of the Military Accounts Department,
and the administration, inspection and audit of °f regimental
funds ’’ accounts will be as laid down in Appendix XXII, 1bid.

Note.—Separate ba,nking accounts will be maintained for public and
regimental funds.

District commanders may nominate an officer, who has special
knowledge of accounts, to be a member of the quarterly regimental
audit board assembled under paragraph 5 of Appendix XXII,
Rﬁigu,lations for the Army in India, although he may not be a senior
officer.

211. Banking of regimental funds.—Rules regarding
the banking of regimental funds are contained in Appendix XXII-
A, Regulations for the Army in India.

919. Financial powers of officer commanding a
corps or unit.—The fnancial powers of the officer commanding
a corps or unit are laid down in paragraphs 8 and 13, Financial
Regulations for the Army in India, Part I.

213. Procedure for controlling the expenditure of
funds allotted for the maintenance of the Auxiliary
Force.—The following is the procedure for controlling the expen-
diture of funds allotted for the maintenance of the Auxiliary Force
under Main Head 9—Sub-Head B, of Defence Services Estimates,
Effective : —

(a) Budget Estimate for the ensuing year.—The estimate of
centrally and locally controlled heads will be prepared by G. Os.
CO.-in-Chief, Commands and Commander, Western Independent
District, and submitted separately so as to reach Adjutant General’s
Branch, Army Headquarters,.on ‘ot before lst November. The
estimates for centrally controlled heads will be submitted direct
and the estimates for locally controlled heads through the Con-
trollers of Military Accounts.

Corrections to the original estimates shoufd be furnished to the
Adjutant General’s Branch, Army Headquarters, in the same
manner as the original estimates, so as to reach that Branch not
later than the 15th December.
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When the estimates included under a detailed head are coi-
trolled by Army Headquarters, the head is said to be centrally
controlled. The estimates of these heads will be prepared by units
on I. A. F. Aux. 7. Details of (1) the centrally controlled heads,
(%) authorities at Headquarters responsible for control of expendi-
ture, (3) officers responsible for initial preparation of budget and
(4) the dates on which the Budget Estimates are required to be
submitted are as shown in Appendix XVI.

When the provision included under a detailed head is distri-
buted to the local controlling authorities, the head is said to be
locally controlled. Details of (1) the locally controlled heads, (2)
the officers responsible for the preparation of these estimates and
the control of expenditure and (3) the channel through, and the
dates on, which the Budget Estimates are required to be submitted
are as shown in Appendix XVI-A. The estimates of these heads
will be prepared by units on I. A. F. Aux. 7-A. These estimates
are forwarded through the Cs. M. A., who will exercise a check on
the estimates and record necessary corrections with reference to
sanctions of competent authority or progress of expenditure, giving
full reasons in support of all corrections.

(b) Revised Estimates.—The process of estimating does not end
with the preparation of the original Budget Estimates for the .
ensuing year, but continues throughout the year. The various
estimates that are to be prepared in the course of a year in addition
to the Budget Estimates are :—

(i) Preliminary Report.—This estimate will show the extent
to which the sanctioned Budget Estimates for the year
are affected by circumstances' known or orders promul-

5 gated either before or after 1st April which may
necessitate modifications in those estimates and will be
based on the actual expenditure for the first three
months. The Preliminary Report is not required to be
submitted by local authorities. ’ ‘

(ii) Preliminary Revised Estimate.—This estimate is a fore-
cast as accurate as possible of what the actual results for
the year are likely to be. All important changes tend-
ing to increase or decrease the budget estimates as indi-
cated by actual figures available or by other circum-
stances which have come to notice, are taken into account
in the preparation of this estimate. This will be based
on the actual expenditure for the first five months of
the year. Information required for this estimate in
respect of locally controlled heads will be furnished by
the local authorities to the controlling authorities at
Army Headquarters through the Controller of Military
Accounts concerned so as to reach them by the 5th
November of each year.

(iii) Revised Estimate.—This is a more accurate estimate of
what the results of the year are likely to be and is based
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mainly on actual expenditure for the first seven months
of the year. Information required for this estimate in
respect of locally controlled heads will be furnished by
the local authorities to the controlling authorities at
Army Headquarters through the Controller of Military
Accounts concerned so as to reach them by the 15th
December of each year. Any important corrections to
the above- estimate ‘will be notified by local authorities
through C. M. A. to Army Headquarters as and when
known but not later than 15th January.

(¢) Control by @. Os. C.—The authorities enumerated in
Column 3 of Appendix XVI-A are responsible for exercising an
effective and continuous control over the expenditure under the
heads in their control as compared with the budget provision. To
enable them to exercise this check, the Controllers of Military
Accounts will furnish monthly to the local controlling authorities
extracts of actual expenditure compiled under the several detailed
heads which are controlled locally immediately after the monthly
compilations are closed.

(d) Reappropriation of funds.—(i) The local controlling autho-
rities, shown in Column 3 of Appendix XVI-A may, with the
concurrence of the Controllers of Military Accounts concerned,
re-appropriate savings under one detailed head of sub-head B to
meet authorised expenditure under another detailed head of the
same sub-head under their control within their respective areas.
Any excesses or savings anticipated after reappropriations between
the detailed heads will be reported to Army Headquarters through
the Preliminary Revised Estimate which, if accepted, should be
viewed as the modified appropriation for limiting expenditure.
Any changes made at Army Headquarters, in the Preliminary
Revised Estimate, will be intimated to the local controlling autho-
rities so as to reach them by the 30th November each year. In
the absence of any such intimation local controlling authorities
should assume that their estimates have been accepted. Transfers
between Commands, ete., may be sanctioned by the Controlling
authorities at Arm Headquarters with the concurrence of the

Financial Adviser, Military Finance.

(ii) Variations to the Preliminary Revised Estimate should be
reported through the Revised Estimate and corrections thereto,
but in respect of any excesses anticipated over the figures accepted
for the Preliminary Revised Estimate, applications for additional
allotments should be made to Army Headquarters so as to reach
them on or before the 1st March. The authorities at Army Head-
quarters will take into consideration excesses and savings reported
by the local authorities in framing their periodical estimates such

mate for the Sub-Head as a whole.

(e) Excess over estimates.—Tn cases where excesses over mod;-
fied allotments under locally controlled heads are noticed after the
close of the year, they should be brought to the notice of the local
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authorities, by the Controllers of Military Accounts concerned.
Local authorities will report all such excesses with full explana-
tions for the excesses to the controlling authority at Army Head-
quarters through the Controller of Military Accounts concerned.
When this has been done, the C. M. A. can remove his objection
to the excesses.

2. System for the issue of pay, bonus and horse
allowance.

214. Issue of pay, bonus and horse allowance.—The
following system for the issue of pay, bonus and horse allowance
to members of the A. F. India will be observed—

(1) A ledger account, on I. A. F. Aux. 12, which will be com-
piled from I. A. F. Aux. 13 ¢ Register of Drills 7 will
be maintained for every officer, other than a com-
manding officer, and for every non-commissoned officer
and man showing the number of days, or fractions of
a day, on which training has been undergone and the
amount of pay thereby earned, except for periodical
training in the case of railway units who perform the
whole of such training in camp. In such cases a unit
Part II Order will be published after camp showing
the number of days attended by each member and
whether he has completed his musketry course.

(2) There will be three payments annually, one to be up to
the 28th February, and one in April. The third pay-
ment will take place during the training camp if
desired, otherwise at any convenient date, to be
arranged by the C. M. A. with the approval of the
brigade commander.

Units may, however, with the concurrence of the Brigade

" Commander and the C. M. A, elect to draw pay other-
wise (i.e., monthly, quarterly, half yearly or annually)
to suit local conditions but the arrangements once made
will be viewed as permanent and will not be varied
without prior consultation with the C. M. A.

(8) Subject to the conditions in paragraph 290 horse allowance
will be paid at the option of the members of the force
entitled to this allowance, either monthly or con-

_ currently with their ordinary pay.

At the end of each period, mentioned above, I. A. F.
Aux. 9 (Pay List) will be submitted to the C. M. A.
of the district who will thereon remit the amount
admissible to the non-commissioned officers and men to
the officer commanding.

(4) The bonus will be paid in the first payment occurring after
t}}ie non-commissioned officers and men become entitled
thereto.
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(5) A comman&ing officer will draw pay as in (1) under the
orders of the district commander.

(6) A commanding officer may, if he considers it necessary,

advance to each member of the Auxiliary Force during
camp a sum not exceeding three-fourths of the pay due
to him. The amount required will be obtained by
means of a bill claiming a proportionate advance of
pay from the Controller of Military Accounts concerned.
The demand should be based on the number of men
attending camp and will be made in the following

form:—

Such portion of the advance as remains undisbursed at the close

of the camp will be forthwith refunded into the Treasury on a

receivable order to be obtained from the Controller of Military
Accounts.

The pay, bonus and allowances of members of the A. F. (I.)
Railway units will be disbursed in full on the last day of their
training, provided they have completed the weapon training course,
For this purpose, the officer commanding the unit will be given
an advance of the unit’s pay and bonus at the commencement of
the training period. The sum advanced shall be accounted for
on the termination of that peried. :

3. System for demanding stores and maintenance
~of clothing ledgers.

215. Demanding stores.—The following procedure will be
observed in demanding stores authorised in the Equipment Regu-
lations of Auxiliary Force units— ;

(i) For the equipment and stores shown under column ¢ with
: unit »’ an ordinary indent will suffice.

(ii) For the equipment, etc., when shown under column ‘‘ to
be issued when sanctioned by district commander *’
indents showing the cost of the stores required will be
sent to the district commander for countersignature.
I. A. F. A-497 for demands of this nature is not
necessary, the cost of the stores will be notified by the
district commander to the C. M. A. in order that the
latter may exercise a check on the grant concerned. |
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Subject to funds being available the district commander may
sanction other issues to Auxiliary Force units on I. A. F. A-497
under Equipment Regulations, India, Part I, 1933, paragraph
71-A, in the usual manner.

218. Clothing ledgers, free issue.—The officer com-
manding a corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force, India, will main-
tain, as in the case of regular British units, clothing ledgers on
I. A. F. 0-1347 for articles of clothing and necessaries issued free
to the members of that corps or unit.

_ These ledgers will be subject to local audit every quarter under
the orders of the C. M. A. concerned. ;
The initial free issues of personal clothing and necessaries will
not be struck off ledger charge, but will be accounted for in the
same manner as public clothing in wear.

4. Provision of conveyance.

217. Applicability of Rules.—Subject to the exceptions
specified in the following paragraph, the rules contained in
Passage Regulations, India, are applicable to:—

All persons subject to the Army Act, Auxiliary Force Act and

Indian Army Act and their families.

218. Exemptions from applicability of Rules.—The
applicability of the rules to these classes enumerated in the above
paragraph 1s subject to the following exceptions.

The ordinary movements of individuals of the A. F. (I.) are
contained in paragraphs 226, 227, 242, 2568, 259 and 260. Indi-
viduals of the A. F. (I.) when called out or embodied under section
18 of the Auxiliary Force Act will be governed by the rules in
Passage Regulations, India, and in accordance with the orders
issued from time to time for the regular army.

219. Permanent regular staff.—The permanent regular
staff of the Auxiliary Force, India, are governed by the Regula-
tions for the Auxiliary Force, India, only when those are at
variance with the Passage Regulations, India.

219-A. Travelling allowance to non-military mem-
bers of Advisory Committees.—Travelling allowance is
admissible to non-military members of Advisory Committees at the
temporary duty scale laid down for regular officers and bills relat-
ing thereto will be passed by the President of the Committee
concerned. Daily allowance is not admissible.

5. Pay and allowances of adjutants, warrant and non-
commissioned officers, permanent staff and drill
instructors.

220. Rates of pay.—See Appendix XIV.

221. Temporary appointment as adjutant.—An officer
of the regular army or of the Auxiliary Force, India, may be
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appointed temporarily by the Officer Commanding the District as
Adjutant pending the appointment of an officer to fill the vacancy
substantively or during the absence of the permanent incumbent.
An officer of the regular army so appointed will be entitled to the
additional pay, if available, laid down in Appendix XIV. An
officer of the regular army on new rates of pay appointed to officiate
as Adjutant in addition to his own duties shall be entitled to the
Pay and allowances, if available, of the more highly paid appoint-
ment. The case of an officer on the old rates of pay so appointed
will be regulated in accordance with the rule in paragraph 349,
Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part I. An officer of the
Auxiliary Force appointed temporarily to officiate as Adjutant of
a Corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force, whether in addition or not
to his other duties, will be entitled to receive the available addi-
tional pay of the appointment, such additional pay being reckoned
for this purpose as.Rs. 150 per mensem,

222. Supervising officers, deputation allowance.—
Regimental officers who are detailed by district or brigade com-
manders as supervising officers to the Auxiliary Force, shall, when
detached from their corps or unit and when a change of station is

involved, receive a deputation allowance at the rate of Rs. b per
diem.

223. Compensatory allowance.—Compensatory allowance
is admissible to adjutants of Auxiliary Force unifs who are
stationed in Calcutta, Lillooah and Bombay, vide Pay and Allow-
ance Regulations, Part IT.

224. Presidency house rent.—Adjutants of the Auxiliary
Force, holding appointments in the presidency town of Madras, if
not provided with public quarters, are entitled to presidency house

rent on the scale laid down in paragraph 271 of Pay and Aliowance
Regulations, Part II.

225. Local allowance.—Adjutants employed at Barrack-
pore are entitled to a local allowance of Rs. 80 per mensem, irre-
spective of rank. This allowance is admissible to the officer only
while on duty at the town mentioned, or when temporarily absent
on duty, or during privilege leave, provided that the grant of leave

does not necessitate the transfer into the locality of an officer to
fill his place.

225-A. Local allowances.—TI.ocal allowances at the rates

shown below are admissible to all officers below the rank of Field
Officer : —

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Nore.—This allowance will be continued up to a limit of three months
while attending a course of military instruction in or out of the above
localities, but is inadmissible when on leave. If, however, no officer is
transferred into any of these localities vice an officer on privilege leave the
allowance may be drawn during such leave.

926. Travelling and daily allowances.—The following
allowances are admissible to the permanent staff on the occasions
specified below : — ;

(a) Officers.—(i) Travelling - and daily allowances (a) when
moving to an outstation on duty connected with the corps or unit
and (b) in other circumstances involving absence on duty from the
headquarters of the corps or unit as ordinarily admissible to regi-
mental officers under the rules in P. R. (L.).

N.B.—During periods spent in training camps, camp allowance will be

drawn under the rules in paragraph 228 but daily .allowance will not be
admissible.

(ii) Adjutants of corps or units of the Auxiliary Force may
draw syce and forage allowance on account of a motor-car or motor-
cycle maintained in lieu of a horse, under the conditions laid down
in Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part TI.

This allowance will also be admissible to an A. F. (I.) officer
officiating as adjutant, provided mno extra expense to Government
is involved.

() Subordinate Staff.—(i) An allowance at the rate of Rs. 25
a month when serving in Assam towards the extra cost of living
in that province.

(ii) Members of the subordinate staft sent to an outstation on
duty connected with the corps or unit will ‘ordinarily travel on
warrant by rail and road. Where warrants cannot be issued or
are not used, T. A. will be admissible under the terms and condi-
tions laid down in paragraph 111, P. R. (I.) as for corresponding
ranks of the regular army. -

(iii) Subsistence allowance will be admissible to individuals
sent to an outstation on duty connected with the corps or unit at
Rs. 2 for each night’s absence from the permanent station if pro-
vided with free accommodation or when the night or a considerable
part thereof is spent travelling by train or in a railway station
waiting room, otherwise Rs. 3 per night.

Road mileage allowance when admissible under clause (ii) may
also be drawn for journeys on duty performed at the outstation in
addition to subsistence allowance. '

(laims for road mileage and [or subsistence allowance at the
outstation will be supported by a diary of duties (Appendix X,
Form 2).

N .B..—-During periods spent in training camps, camp allowance will he
admissible but subsistence allowance will not be drawn.

o o |
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(iv) Rations in kind or money allowance in lieu thereof are not
admissible in addition to subsistence or road mileage allowances
drawn at an outstation but rations or money allowance in lieu are
admissible in addition to camp allowance.

(v). When detailed to an outstation on recognized duty as mem-
bers of the regular army 4.e., on duties other than those connected
with A, F. (1.).

4 As at clause
for journeys by rail road or both 5 = ‘ . (ii).

No subsistence allowance is admissible at outstations in respect
of journeys performed under this clause, but individuals will be
eligible to draw rations in kind or ration allowance in lieu under the
rules in paragraph 296, Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part II.

Nore.—The allowance under (b) (i) above is admissible only to those who
were in receipt of this allowance on the st March 1923, Subsistence allow-
ance under (b) (iii) or compensation in lieu of rations under clause (v) as
the case may ‘be, will be admissible to drill instructors appointed under
paragraph -80, when circumstances render it necessary that such instructors
should be detailed for outstation duties in place of instructors of the
permanent staff,

Menials—The grant of T. A, and D. A. to menials will be
governed by the scale laid down in Note to paragraph 242,

(vi) For extensive duty journeys within a five miles radius of
permanent station or at an outstation, and to individuals residing
in quarters provided free by the State situated more than 2 miles
from their place of work, conveyance allowance under the rules
and conditions applicable to corresponding ranks of the regular
army as provided for in paragraph 155, P. R. (I.), will be
admissible.

- 227. Drill instructor’s travelling allowance.—Regi-
mental non-commissioned officers detailed as drill instructors will,
with effect from the dates of taking up their duties, be granted
the following special travelling allowances for journeys performed

‘to and from their quarters or barracks to the parade ground of the

corps or unit to which they are appointed. This allowance is
subject to the condition that the total distance normally travelled
on duty each day exceeds two miles and that Government transport
cannot be supplied for the purpose:—

(i) Rs. 3 per mensem for the use of a bicycle or other owned
conveyance; or

(ii) actual hire charges as certified by the O. C. the unit,
limited to two annas a mile or Rs. 8 per mensem which-
ever is less. In stations where travelling is expensive
(vide Passage Regulations, India), the limit of Rs. 8
per mensem may be relaxed and actual hire. charges
limited to two annas a mile, specially sanctioned by the
brigade commander, :
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228. Training camp allowance.—A training camp allow-
ance at the following rates is admissible during periods of training
in camp of Auxiliary Force units:—

The issue of this allowance is conditional on:—

(a) the individuals actually living, messing and sleeping in
- ecamp,

(b) the brigade commanders being satisfied that it is mneces-
sary.

Subject to the above conditions the camp allowance is admissible
at the above rate, irrespective of whether the camp is held within
or beyond the individual’s permanent station and irrespective of
whether actual training takes place during the whole of the camp
period or not, for—

(a) periods actually spent in Auxiliary Force, India training
camps, :
(b) periods of preparing and striking camps.

Nore.—Daily and subsistence allowance are inadmissible during the camp

period.

999. Tuition Fees and books.—The provision of para-
graph 241 (VII), Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part II, are
applicable to warrant and non-commissioned officers on the instrue-
fional staff of Auxiliary Force, TIndia, units.

230. Financial assistance to subordinate instruc-
tional staff.—An annual grant of Rs. 4,000 is placed at the dis-
posal of the Commander-in-Chief in India for the purpose of
affording financial assistance to warrant and non-commissioned
officers attached to non-regular units, on account of transportation
charges incurred in sending their -children to school when they
are ‘unable to attend a British Army children’s school. This
grant will be disbursed under the orders of the Adjutant-General
in India, by the local military authorities in accordance with
instructions issued on the subject from time to time.

231. Pay, permanent subordinate staff and proba-
tioners.—The pay, etc., of the permanent subordinate staff of
the Auxiliary Force, India, who belong to the non-departmental
section of the I. U. L. will be regulated by the rules applicable
to warrant and non-commissioned officers in regimental employ.

'Pay and allowances and concessions in money and in kind in
respect of both probationers and members of the permanent subor-
dinate instructional staff will be admissible as for corresponding

' 1
i
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ranks in the British army in India plus any allowances or conces-
sions special to the permanent subordinate instructional staff of
the Auxiliary Force, India, for which separate authority exists.
The rules laid down in paragraph 230, P. & A. Regulations, Part

I, are not applicable to permanent subordinate staff of the A. F. (L.).

232. Pay and allowances for period of acting pro-
motion.—Non-commissioned officers on transfer to the India
Unattached List will be transferred in the substantive rank of
Staff Sergeant Instructor. Promotions to higher ranks will be
“acting > only. A Staff Sergeant Instructor or Acting Company
Quartermaster Sergeant promoted Acting Company Sergeant
Major, a Staff Sergeant Instructor promoted Acting Regimental
Quartermaster Sergeant, or an Acting Regimental Quartermaster
Sergeant promoted Acting Regimental Sergeant Major, will be
graded for purposes of pay and allowances as warrant officer,
class IT or class T, as the case may be, for the period of such acting
promotion.

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234. Messing allowance.—Messing allowance for the per-
manent subordinate staff is admissible in accordance. with the pro-
visions of paragraph 287, Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part II.

235. Special allowance on attachment, etc.—A special
allowance of Rs. 2 per diem is admissible to the permanent subor-
dinate instructional staff during their period of attachment to regu-
lar British or Indian units or attachment to a school of instruction
or local course of instruction located at stations other than their
own, as required by Appendix VIII.

286. Quarters.—Members of the permanent subordinate staff
are entitled to public quarters of the class authorised for the rank
they hold for the time being.

Where class VII and class VIIT quarters have been constructed
specially for Auxiliary Force staff, either as part of the corps or
unit buildings, or near thereto, such quarters may be allotted for
the use of warrant officers, staff sergeants and sergeants appointed
to the staff. Where feasible, two or more bachelors of the staff
will be accommodated in one quarter, each receiving as nearly as
possible the authorised scale of accommodation, vide Barrack
Synopsis (India).

Compensation in lieu of quarters will be governed by the rules
laid down in Pay and Allowance Regulations, Part II, and
will be paid at the rates not exceeding those laid down therein for
any member, for whom a public quarter is not available, provided
that in the case of a military station, the officer commanding the
station must certify that no suitable quarter is available or likely
to be available. At stations where suitable accommodation cannot
be procured for fifteen rupees per mensem, the district commander
may sanction a higher rate if satisfied that it is necessary. Appli-
cations for compensation will be submitted to the officer command-
ing the station, who is empowered to hire quarters, should such
a course appear to him more expedient than the payment of com-
pensation in lieu.

237. Drill .instructors’ compensation for quarters.
—Regimental non-commissioned officers detailed as drill instruc-
tors will, if employed in a station where there are no British
troops, receive compensation in lieu of free quarters at a rate to
be fixed by the district commander. -

238. Conservancy and hot weather arrangements,
permanent staff.—When, in his opinion, such a course is
necessary, the 0. C. station may sanction the grant to a warrant or
non-commissioned officer of the permanent staff of an allowance to
meet the cost at the minimum local rates of a sweeper, watercarrier
(part or whole time) and punkha coolie. This allowance will be
admissible during absence on privilege leave if the sanctioning
authority so directs.

During the hot weather months, the allowance will be granted,
for such period as the O. C. station may consider necessary, to meet
the cost of the employment of Punkha coolies up to a maximum
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of two in each case at the minimum local rates, in addition to a
sweeper and water carrier (part or whole time), for the quarters
occupied by members of the permanent instructional staff of the
Auxiliary Force, India, serving at the stations mentioned below : —

Southern Command.—Coimbatore.

Eastern Command.—Dehra Dun, Jhansi, Agra, Delhi, Ranchi,
Dhanbad, Asansol, Kalchini, Mal, Samastipur, Silchar,
Muttra, Chakradharpur, Ranibagh, Moradabad,
Mariani, Makum Junction, Gauhati, Hollicharra,
Shrimangal, Cawnpore and Bina.

The allowance so drawn may be spent by the recipients if
desired for entertaining a khus khus tattie coolie, subject to the
condition that the allowance for employing a sweeper, watercarrier
(part or whole time) and punkha coolies, is, in aggregate, not
exceeded. . ,

289. Allowances for instructors of electrical engi-
neers.—British non-commissioned officers of the defence light
sections of sappers and miners detailed to instruct electrical engineer
units will receive one rupee for each hour’s instruction, which is
certified by the officer commanding the unit. The allowance is
admissible to only one non-commissioned officer at a siation on
any date. The non-commissioned officer selected must be either
an electrician or engine driver, depending upon whether the per-
manent sergeant instructor is an engine driver or electrician.

The maximum yearly expenditure is limited to Rs. 100 in
connection with any one unit. The above non-commissioned officers
are also entitled to their actual travelling expenses to and from
the place of instruction.

6. Pay and allowances, etc., Clerical Establishment
and Menials.

240. Civilian clerks.—Fixed allotments will be placed at
the disposal of General Officers Commanding-in-Chief, Commands,
and General Officer Commanding, Western (Independent) District,
to meet expenditure involved in the employment, with the varicus
corps and units of the Auxiliary Force, India, under their
command, of non-pensionable civilian clerks who are on local rates
of pay, and who will not be entitled to leave and pension under
the rules in the Civil Service Regulations. General Officers Com-
manding-in-Chief, Commands, will distribute funds to districts as
may be necessary.

The amounts allotted to Commands and Western Independent
Distriet, for the purpose of this paragraph, will be notified
annually to all concerned by the Adjutant General in TIndia.
These allotments will not be exceeded without his previous sane-
tion.

The amounts allotted to Commands and the Western Indepen-
dent District, for the purpose of this paragraph will be notified
annually to all concerned by the Adjutant General in India.
These allotments will not be exceeded without the previous sanc-
tion of the Adjutant General in India, which sanction, if accorded,
will be accompanied by a specific allotment of additional funds.

“'Note.—(i) Lascars :and menials when sent to an outstation on duty con-
nected with their units will be entitled to daily allowance on the scale laid
down in Passage Regulations, India, for individuals of the fourth grade.
When it is found necessary to despatch such personnel to an outstation the
officer commanding will pay the rail fare (by the lowest class) in cash and
recover this as well as the daily allowance from the Audit Officer on a con-
tingent bill countersigned by the brigade commander.

(ii) Lascars and menials when sent on bond fide outstation duty beyond
a 5 mile radius from their permanent station to places not connected by
rail, will be entitled to actual travelling expenses by public conveyance.

7. Rules regarding the grant of pay and allowances of
officers and all ranks of the Auxiliary Force,
India.

243. Rates of pay.—Are given in Appendix XV.

243-A. Pay and allowances of officers and all other
ranks.—The pay and allowances of officers and all other ranks
of the Auxiliary Force, India, admissible under the circumstances
detailed in paragraph 323, Pay and Allowance Regulations,
Part I, will be regulated by the rules governing the grant of
pay and allowances of officers; warrant and non-commissioned
officers and men of the British Army serving in India.

244. Pay, officers serving with cadet units.—All
subsequent promotions of officers serving with cadet formations,

‘senior to that of lieutenant, will be dependant on vacancies in the

parent unit and will be honorary (with pay as for lieutenant) and
not substantive. T SR
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245. Officers service counting towards increase of
pay.—fohcers. of the Auxiliary Force, India, may count only the
following service towards increase of pay dependent on length of
service : —

(1) C(Ammissioned service under section 18 (a) and (b) of the
ct;
(ii) Any previous similar embodied service;
(iii) Full pay commissioned service in the Regular Forces,
Royal Navy and Regular Air Force;

(iv) Embodied commissioned service in the Militia, Yeomanry
or Territorial Army.

~ 2417. Pay, etc., during training.—Pay, etc., as specified
in Appendix XV, will be admissible to officers and other personnel
of the Auxiliary Force for each day of training completed, subject
to the provisions that in no training year (beginning 1st April and
ending 31st March) may any person carry out both preliminary
‘and' periodical training.

This paragraph does not apply in the case of cadets, whose
pay and allowances are laid down in Rule 14-A of the A. F. (L)
Rules.

248.

249. Proficiency pay.—To entitle an individual to pro-
ficiency pay authorised in Appendix XV, when admissible under
paragraph 246, he must have completed the preliminary or the
periodical training required for the Active Class in the training
year immediately preceding that in which he is so called out or
embodied, unless he has been excused by the officer commanding
his corps or unit, under section 9 of the Act, from undergoing any
part of the preliminary training.

250. Admissibility of pay and allowances on calling
out, embodiment or attachment.—Officers, non-commis-
sioned officers and men of the Auxiliary Force—

(a) When called out or embodied under section 18 of the Act,

(b) During the period of attachment, when detailed to attend
a course of instruction, or training (other than preli-
minary or periodical) with a regular unit, or
(¢) For the actual days spent in travelling by the shortest route
to and from their places of residence to and from the
unit or corps or course of instruction to which they are
detailed as in (b) above,
will receive the Indian pay and allowances, for the time being
admissible in the like circumstances to corresponding ranks in the
British regular forces.
A Government servant so called out or embodied is entitled to
pay at civil rates according to the ‘‘ next below ’ rule or military
pay and allowances, whichever is greater, except under (b) when
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he will be entitled to civil pay in addition to military pay. The
payment of the difference, if any, between their civil pay and
military pay shall constitute a charge against the ordinary head
of expenditure to which the civil pay of the individuals concerned
is debitable.

Such service will count for civil leave and pension. During
such service he will retain a lien on his civil appointment, and if
on incremental salary will count such service towards such
increment.

Nore 1.—Pay and allowances mentioned above will be admissible for every
day of 24 hours or portion of such a day, subject, in the case of sub-para-
oraphs (b) and (¢) above, to a minimum of 4 hours, which may be made up
of fractions of a day not more than four in number.

Note 2.—Employees of State-owned and company-managed railways, who
are members of the Auxiliary Force, India, will be classed as Government
servants for the purposes of pay and allowances admissible under this
paragraph.

251.

251-A. Leave granted to Government servants for the purpose
of attending drill, musketry, or training camps of exercise shall
not be deducted from any casual or other leave which may be
admissible, and any periods spent in training shall be regarded
as duty for the purposes of civil leave and pension.

252. Bonus for periodical training.—Any non-com-
missioned officer or man who completes during the training year
the full periodical training required of the Active Class in the
branch to which he for the time being belongs is entitled under
Rule 12 to a bonus equivalent to the total pay admissible to him
for periodical training during that training year.

953. If a member of the A. F. (I.) is unable to perform periodi-
cal training by reason of his attachment to a regular unit for the
purpose of qualifying for admission to the Indian Military Aca-
demy, Dehra Dun, he will be eligible for the grant of the pay
and bonus authorised in paragraphs 247 and 252 in respect of the
training which he has thus missed.

254. Pay and bonus of public or railway servants.
_The pay and bonus authorised in paragraphs 247 and 262 may
be drawn by a public or railway servant in addition to any pay
and allowances due to him by virtue of his civil appointment, or
in addition to any pension he may be in receipt of from the State.

955. Issue of pay, etc., on calling out or embodi-
ment.—Pay accounts will be prepared in accordance with the
procedure obtaining in regular British units as outlined in Section
2 Financial Regulations for the Army in India, Part 1Y and the
forms of B. T. Pay List, Pay and Mess Books and Officers Pay

Bills will be taken into use.

(a) Officers, N. C. Os. and men who Vare/not Government servants
_ will be paid through the Accounts of the unit concerned.
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(b) (i) Officers, N. C. Os., and men who are Gevernment séi-
vants, whether in civil or military employ when called out or
embodied, will be paid in the following manner for the period of
the first three months by the authority who paid them prior to
their being called out or embodied :—

In the case of gazetted and other officers who sign their own
bills, the procedure for the payment of leave allowances in

. India laid down in the respective regulations relating to
salary, etc., of the officers concerned, may be followed to
enable them to draw pay at the station at which they were
employed prior to their being called out or being embodied,
or on bills signed by authorised agents, or from the nearesi
civil treasury. Such officers should intimate to the audit
or accounts officer of their civil appointment which of the
above methods of payment is desired and the latter will
ascertain the rates of military pay and allowances admissible
from the Controller of Military Accounts in whose jurisdic-
tion the unit is located and will authorise the officer to draw
pay and allowances at these rates if such are greater than
his civil pay ““ under the next below rule . The Audit or
Accounts Officer will also ascertain the dates of commence-
ment and termination of the military duty.

In the case of those who do not sign their own bills, military
pay and allowances, if greater than their civil pay, will be
drawn and paid by the head of the office, who will attach
to the bill a statement showing the rates of military pay and
allowances as certified by the C. M. A. concerned.

Remittance Transfer Receipts will be used for the pay of non-
gazetted staff when payments are required at another station.

(i) If, after the expiry of three months, they are still on such
military duty, last pay certificates will be issued to the Officer
Commanding the A. T. (I.) unit concerned (copies being sent simul-
taneously to the C. M. A. concerned) by the Audit or Accounts
Officer in the case of gazetted Government servants and by the
head of the office in the case of others and thereafter their pay
and allowances will be drawn in the pay bill of the unit.

256.

257. Free rations.—Whilst attending the annual or any
other camp authorised by the district commander, the following
are admissible daily:—

(1) Free rations to each non-commissioned officer and man on
the scale laid down for British troops, or, an allowance
in lieu, at the rates from time to time fixed by the Gov-
ernment of India.

?) An allowance to each non-commissioned officer and man,
when proceeding to and from camp by rail, at the rates
and under the conditions applicable to regular British
troops travelling by train.
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(3) A messing allowance of 33 annas for every day on which
a ration or the allowance in lieu is drawn under the
Indian regulations, in addition to pay to each non-
commissioned officer and man, when ordered by the
brigade commander.

(4) The cost of food of a horse of each officer, non-com-
missioned officer or man of a mounted corps or unit,
caleulated on the scale of grain and grass laid down for
the horse of the class concerned in British corps (see
Army \Tables, Miscellaneous Services).

257-A. In the event of mobilization or partial mobilization
taking place, when Auxiliary Force units are employed in out of
the way places and it is not convenient to draw rations from the
R.I. A. 8. C., officers commanding corps or units are authorised to
conclude contracts for the local supply of all articles of the field
service ration, subject to the rules on the subject laid down in
Supply and Transport Regulations and Financial Regulations
(India), Part I, being observed.

When contractual supply fails, officers commanding corps or
units may draw in advance a ration allowance as laid down in
paragraph 2 (b), Appendix XV,

258. Travelling allowances.—(a) An officer commanding

or when authorised by the district or brigade commander any
officer of the Auxiliary Force when moving on duty connected with
his corps or unit is entitled to draw travelling allowances under
the rules in Passage Regulations, India.

(b) Journeys beyond the limits of the military area or areas in
which the corps or unit is located, other than journeys to and from
the headquarters of a detachment of the corps or unit, will require
the previous sanction of the brigade commander.

(c) An officer of the Auxiliary Force will travel and draw
travelling allowances under military rules to and from his place
of residence when called out or embodied, or when detailed to
proceed for a course of attachment to a regular unit, or when
detailed to attend any authorised or local course of instruction
under the orders of the officer commanding the district, or when
attending the annual or any other training camp authorised by the
distriet commander or to appear before a medical officer or medical
board for examination or when proceeding to attend a promotion
examination.

When an officer spends two periods in the annual training camp
he is entitled to draw travelling allowance under this rule for two
return journeys provided the duration of each period is not less
than three days.

(cc) Officers of the Auxiliary Force proceeding to and from
obligatory parades and attending at the office or unit headquarters
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for a court of enquiry or an audit board, or for accounting and
stock-taking purposes and the like, will receive road mileage
allowance at four annas a mile for the actual number of miles
travelled. A higher rate can be authorised with the previous
sanction of the brigade commander subject to the proviso that the
maximum rate of mileage allowance laid down in P. R. (I.) for an
individual of the first grade is not exceeded. The above moves
will be notified in corps orders and the T. A. claims will be sup-
ported by those orders.

(d) Other ranks will travel on warrant when practicable; other-
wise actual expenses, by the appropriate means of conveyance for
self, servants and luggage limited to travelling allowance at the
rates for the time being in force for corresponding ranks in the
regular army, may be drawn. When horses cannot be marched
owing to the distance involved and the time available, warrants
will be granted for the journey.

(¢) Non-commissioned officers and men proceeding to and from
obligatory parades will travel on warrant when practicable other-
wise a refund of any conveyance expenses will be allowed subject
to the following provisions. No such refund will be admissible if
the distance travelled in a single direction is less than one mile.
The officer commanding a corps or unit can authorise any payments
made on this account at a rate not exceeding two annas a mile.

A higher rate can be authorised with the previous sanction of
the brigade commander subject to the proviso that the maximum
rate of road mileage allowance laid down in paragraph 133,
P. R. (1.), for an individual of corresponding grade who is entitled
to receive travelling allowance when moving on duty under the
rules on those regulations is not exceeded.

Where tramways or the like can be utilised for the purpose the
actual fares only will be admissible and in all cases public facilities
will be taken into consideration in determining the rate of
allowance.

(ee) The military rule, which debars the grant of conveyance
or travelling allowance for journeys performed within a fixed
radius of the individual’s permanent station does not apply to
officers, non-commissioned officers and men of the Auxiliary Force
except on the occasions specified in paragraph 250.

(f) Officers and other ranks of the Auxiliary Force, India,
other than those belonging to the regular army, when absent from
their station of residence on duty connected with their corps or
unit, may draw daily allowance at the rate of Rs. 5 per day for
officers and Rs. 2 per day for other ranks. This allowanee which
is granted at the discretion of the brigade commander, is not
admisible for any day on which travelling allowance is drawn but
it may be drawn in lieu of travelling allowance, if the individual
so desires.

Who are attached to a regular unit for training under the provisions

(&) A clerk detailed to attend a training camp will be entitled

travelling allowance on the temporary duty scale under the
rules in Passage Regulations, India, irrespective of the period of
training. During the period spent in training camps, camp
allowance wi]] be drawn under the rules in paragraph 228, but
daily allowance will not be admissible.

(h) Officers and other ranks owning motor vehicles, for which
allowances under baragraph 294 are admissible will be entitled to
the following for their journeys to and from camp : —

(1) Petrol, oil and lubricants under the provisions of para-
graph 294-A for gsueh journeys or portions thereof
Which can be performed by road. Travelling allowance
Or warrants under clauses (¢) or (d) above will not be
admissible in addition.

Application to attend such school or course of instruction will
be considered only if recommended by the district commander,

261. Medical attendance—adjutants.—A regular mili-
tary officer employed as an adjutant of a corps or unit of the
Auxiliary Force, India, will be entitled to the privileges in respect
of medical attendance for himself and his family to the same extent
as laid down for classes ““ A > and ““ C ’’ in the table immediately
following paragraph 271, Regulations for the Medical Services of
the Army in India.

When, however, there is no military medical officer or civil
surgeon available at the headquarters station of a corps or unit of
the Auxiliary Force, India, and it is necessary in consequence to
engage locally the services of a medical officer not paid by Govern-
ment for attendance on the adjutant of the unit or his family, the
adjutant will be entitled to a refund of expenses incurred by him
on the following objects: —

(a) For himself . s . (i) Medical attendance in quarters.
(ii) Supply of medicines and appliances.
(iii) Nursing by a mnurse or nurses
engaged - for the purpose pro-
vided that the patient is suffer-
ing from a disability considered
to have been contracted on duty.

the same journeys. ,

(d) Messing allowance for each nurse for time spent on the
journey to and from the place of residence of the patient
at the following rates—

(i) Rs. 6 for each complete period of 24 hours.

(ii) Rs. 6 for each period less than 24 hours but more than
12 hours. :
(iii) Rs. 3 for each period of 12 hours or less, provided that

"no allowance will be admissible for a journey of less
than 6 hours.
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(¢) Cost of medicines and appliances, subject to scrutiny by
the Assistant Director, Medical Services, concerned, who
may disallow any item considered unreasonable, or
reduce the charge for any item he considers excessive.

(f) Charges for surgical operations performed subject to
maxima of Rs. 300 for a major operation and Rs. 100
for a minor operation.

 The Assistant Director, Medical Services, will decide in
] which of the two classes any operation performed should

be placed. ,

(9) For medical attendance on a case of child-birth, subject to
a maximum of Rs. 150. :

3. Any charges for medicines and appliances disallowed on the
advice of the Assistant Director, Medigal Services, and any excess
over the authorised fees for medical attendance, nursing, for atten-
dance on a case of child-birth or for an operation, will be borne by
the officer concerned.

4. A military -officer -employed as adjutant of a unit of the
Auxiliary Force, India, will also be entitled to the benefits of the
concession authorised by paragraph 385, Pay and Allowance Regu-
lations, Part IT, for himself and his family. ;

Maternity-cases are, however, debarred by Note 3 to paragraph
385 ¢bid from the concession referred to.

5. When admitted into a hospital—military or civil—adjutants
and members of ‘their families will be required to pay hospital
stoppages at the rates laid down in paragraph 382, Pay and Allow-
-ance Regulations, . Part II, for regular military officers and
members of .their families. .

‘6. Claims for refund of expenses for the admission of adjutants
of the Auxiliary Force and members of their families into private
hospitals and nursing homes .will be dealt with on their merits at
Army Headquarters. S e

262. Medical treatment, permanent staff.—The title
of members of the permanent staff families to medical treatment
in or out of hospital, as laid down in Army Department letter
No. 6018, dated 15th March 1916, is as follows:—

Class A.—(i) Members of this class and their families requiring
medical attendance will ordinarily be admitted to a military
hospital for treatment, which will include such nursing (both
ordinary and special), medicines, and medical comforts as may be
considered necessary. by the authorised medical attendant.

(ii) If serving at a station where there is no military hospital,
the man or any member of his family will, if the medical attendant
considers admission to hospital necessary, be transferred to the
nearest military hospital for treatment. If, however, the medical
attendant considers such a course impracticable, he may cause the
patient to be admitted to a civil hospital, or to be treated in
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If hospital treatment is not necessary, but it is clear that the
officer or soldier will be unable to perform any further military
duty during the period in which training is in progress or while
called up, as the case may be, he will be sent home,

266. Medical expenses.—No charge will fall upon a
patient for any treatment by a medical officer or civil practitioner
under paragraphs 264 and R65. An officer or soldier treated in a
military hospital, or in g civil hospital in cases where Government
bears the expense, is subject to the same stoppages as are levied
in the regular army, but only for such period, if any, for which
he is in receipt of pay. Where the disability is caused in, and
by, the performance of military duty, the whole stoppage may be
remitted as laid down in D, and A. Regulations, Part IT.

No charge will fall upon a patient for any treatment by g
regular medical officer under paragraph 265 and when ap oﬂi}::er
of the Royal Army Medical Corps or the Tndian Medical Service
is not available, Teasonable medical expenses may be allowed.
The payment made on this account will be limited to an amount
equal to Rs. 3-8-0 a day for the period of treatment, but will not
exceed the equivalent of Rs. 8.8-0 g day for six months, exclusive
of any pay granted under paragraph 270,

Medical expenses may also be allowed as above in the case of
injuries sustained by officers or soldiers arising out of their riding
horses or their conveyance in any vehicle when in uniform and
going to or returning from an authorised drill, parade or other
military duty which necessitated the use of a horse or conveyance.
It will be a necessary condition that the accident arose from
circumstances beyond the control of the claimant,

287. Refusing treatment.—If an officer or soldier refuses
to be treated in a military hospital or by regular medical officer,
when such treatment is available, he surrenders any claim to
refund of medical expenses.

268. Arrear claims.—Should an officer or soldier become
incapacitated or require treatment, subsequent to the performance
of any military duty or training, on account of g disability which
he considers to have been incurred in, and by, the performance of
such duty or training, but which was not reported, or if reported,
was mot considered likely to incapacitate him or to necessitate
treatment, he should report the case without delay to his superior
officer. TIf such g report is not made, no liability for medical
expenses or other benefit can be admitted. The commanding
officer on receipt of any such report will forward it to the brigade
commander, who will then obtain a report from a regular medical
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269. Boards to be held.—A board will be held as soon as
possible, and when practicable on the day on which the disability
is reported, to investigate and report the circumstances as affect-
ing the question whether the injury or sickness was contracted in,
or by, the performance of military duty. Such a condition is
fulfilled only when the disability is incurred during the actual
performance of military duty and arises directly out of such per-
formance. It will not be so regarded if, although contracted
during the period of such duty, it is due to the ordinary risks of
indoor or outdoor life to which military duty adds no special
liability. The board will record such opinion as they are able to
form on this point. In camp the board will consist of the com-
manding officer, a regular officer of the Royal Army Medical Corps
or the Indian Medical Service, or other medical officer in charge
of the unit or detachment, and. the adjutant. In other cases the
board will consist of such of these officers, or their nearest repre-
sentatives, as are present.

» If the board considers the disability to have been caused in, or

by, the performance of military duty, the officer in medical charge
on sending an officer or soldier home disabled or on discharging
him from hospital will give him a certificate stating (1) whether
he is in need of further medical treatment, {2)- whether he is
incapacitated from following his trade or calling, and (3) the
minimum probable duration of his disability. If the case is
treated in a civil hospital, the certificate of the hospital doctor will
be accepted. This certificate will be forwarded in support of any
claim,

T the board considers that the disability was not contracted in,
or by, the performance of military duty, the officer or soldier will
have no claim on the Government for pay, gratuity or medical
expenses save as hereinafter provided.

1f the medical officer in charge certifies that an officer or soldier
sent home or discharged from hoespital requires further medical
treatment, he will endeavour to ascertain whether treatment by a
regular officer of the Royal Army Medical Corps or the Indian
Medical Service is possible, and, it it is available, will direct the
officer or soldier to apply for such treatment.

When & case is sent to a civil hospital, the Deputy Director of
Medical Services or the Assistant Director of Medical Services
concerned will be informed and will watch the case with a view
to arranging, in the event of further treatment being necessary on
discharge, for that treatment to be given, if possible, by an officer
of the Royal Army Medical Corps or Indian Medical Service.

970. Pay of the disabled.—No disability contracted in, or
by, the performance of military duty shall entail any loss of pay
and allowances for the day, or for the period of camp, as the case
may be, which would have been admissible had the disability not

occurred, 1 i

L
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Pay, etc., as authorised in Appendix XV, may be granted, in
whole or in part, for a period not exceeding six months from the
date on which the disability was incurred (see paragraph 263 et seq),
at the discretion of the Commander-in-Chief in India, to an officer
and at the discretion of the General Officer Commanding-in-Chief
or the Commander, Western. Independent District, to a soldier who
is sent to hospital, or sent home as disabled when the disability is
certified by the board as caused in, or by, the performance of mili-
tary duty. Subject to the same conditions, pay is admissible to
an officer or soldier who by reason of a disability contracted in,
or by, the performance of military duty is unable to follow his
trade or calling, up to a maximum of six months from the date on
which the disability was incurred. Pay is similarly admissible,
for a maximum period of three months, when disability is incurred
in the performance of regimental sports of definitely military
character when these sports are held with the approval of the
district commander.

In all cases of sickness and injury, the proceedings of the board
will be submitted to Army Headquarters, through the prescribed
channel, in the case of an officer, and to the Headquarters of the
Command or Western (Ind.) District in the case of a soldier when
any such grant of pay is recommended by the district commander.

271. Early settlement of claims.—Claims which can be
settled locally should be disposed of with the utmost promptitude,
and those requiring the decision of the Commander-in-Chief in
India or of the Director of Medical Services should be forwarded
through the proper channel to Army Headquarters without delay.

272. Funeral expenses.—The actual expenses necessarily
incurred in the burial of officers or soldiers whose death occurs -
while in the performance of, or as the result of, military duty or
training, will be borne by Government. Charges not exceeding.
Rs. 35 will be admitted by the brigade commander, but any
charges exceeding that amount must be supported by an explana-
tion of the circumstances and by higher military authority.

273. Pension.—Pending further orders, every claim to
pension, on account of wounds and injuries received by an officer
or man of the Auxiliarv Force, whether he is a public servant or
not, while on military duty, or for the grant of a family pension
or compassionate allowance in the case of death due to such mili-
tary service, will be submitted through the proper channel for
the orders of the Government of India.

9. Miscellaneous Grants and Allowances.

274. Provision of funds.—General Officers Commanding-
in-Chief, Commands and Western Independent District will be cre-
dited annually with allotments of funds for the locally controlled
heads of the budget, ¢.e., pay and allowances of clerical and menial
establishments, transportation charges, training grant and inci.
dental and miscellaneous expenses. (See Appendix XVT.)

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2175. Training Grant.—The Traning Grant will cover the
expenses of training camps, COUIses of instruction, instructional
exercises, and the Like. The expenditure will be limited to the
amount allotted to each command under item 8 (Training Grant)
of Sub-Head D ”’ of Main Head 9 of Defence Services Listimates
and will be incurred at the discretion of the officer commanding
the corps or unit, to meet the incidental charges in connection
 with the training of his corps or unit which are not provided for
under other authorised heads of expenditure, subject to counter-
signature of the brigade commander and to audit by the Controller
- of Military Accounts concerned.

1f and when money 18 actually required in the early part of the
training year, an advance equal to one-fourth of the allotment for
the previous year may be authorised at the discretion of the
Brigade Commander. :

The items debitable to the Training Grant are shown in

Appendix XVII.

276. Contingent grant.—The contingent grant will be
allotted annually to each corps or unit by the district commander
at his discretion. From this grant will be met charges on account
of postage and telegrams and all incidental charges capnected with
the corps or unit sanctioned by the commanding officer, for which
specific provision has not been made. Contingent bills will be
submitted monthly to the Controller of Military Accounts. In
order to provide commanding officers with cash to meet jmmediate
payments, a permanent advance may be allowed under the sanction
of the brigade commander.

Contingent bills may be signed by the adjutant ‘ for officer
commanding *’ when the adjutant is an officer of the regular forces.

In the event of the Auxiliary Force units being embodied, the
orders in clause (1), paragraph 52, Financial Regulations for the
Army in India, Part 1T, will come into force. ;

977. Issue of grants.—To enable the brigade commander to
make allotments for the annual grants for training prizes and the
like, a return of all officers, non-commissioned officers and men

‘horne on the strength of each corps or unit on the 1st April in
cach year will ‘be submitted by the officer commanding to the

brigade commander as soon as possible after that date.

org. Allowance for the provision of prizes for
musketry.——An annual allowance of two rupees for every officer,

non-commissmned officer or man, who completes his musketry
course, will be placed at the disposal of the brigade commander
for allotment at his discretion, to the several corps or units. This
allowance will be claimed on the certificate and responsibility of
the officer commanding the corps or unit that the numbers for
whom it is claimed are correct and on the countersignature of the
brigade commander. Bk

&
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The amount allotted will be expended at the discretion of the
officer commanding to provide money or other prizes for competi-
tions in musketry and gunnery. To this fund may be added any
balance of the musketry prize fund constituted under the Indian
Defence Force Regulations and any recoveries made by the officer
commanding on account of lead and fired cartridge cases under
Regulations for the Equipment of the Army (India), Part I.

279. Artillery targets, bomb-proof shelters, etc.—
Expenditure on the provision and carriage of artillery targets,
material used in the construction of bomb-proof shelters, etc., and
practice accessories, provision and maintenance of Raikes pattern
miniature ranges, transport and towing of artillery targets, etc.,
will be met from the Artillery Target Grant for regular units
which is distributed at the discretion of the Chief of the General
Staff to G. Os. C.-in-C., Commands and Commander, Western
(Independent) District for sub. allotment to units and formations
as necessary.

280. Outfit allowance.—An officer of the Auxiliary Force
on first appointment will receive an outfit allowance of Rs. 300
provided : —

(a) He has not received any outfit allowance from the Govern-
ment of India on being gazetted to a commission after
24th October 1922. If, however, the amount of such
previous outfit allowance was-less than Rs. 300, the
difference will be paid to the officer.

(b) He has satisfied his commanding officer that he is in
possession of the uniform and equipment prescribed for
an officer in the branch in which he is serving.

An officer who relinquishes his commission, at his-own request
within three years from the date of his first appointment to the
Auxiliary Force, will be required to refund the amount paid to
him under the provisions of this paragraph, unless the General
Officer Commanding-in-Chief, Command, or, the General Officer
Commanding, Western Independent District, on the recommenda-
tion of the district commander, waives the recovery, or partial
recovery, of outfit allowance granted to the officer concerned.

281. Supply of swords, etc., on payment.—Swords,
revolvers, and appurtenances and other equipment of patterns
stocked by the Indian Army.Ordnance Corps for issue to units,
which are suitable, for the use of officers of the Auxiliary Force,
will, if desired and available, be supplied on payment, by arsenals.

282. Band allowance.—Any corps, the actual strength of
which is not less than 250 including both active and reserve classes
in which a band is maintained, may draw a monthly allowance of
rupees fifty-two irrespective of the strength or composition of such
band. Where such an allowance is made it must be credited to a
separate fund. This allowance is .not admissible in the case of

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- 283. Provisions, maintenance and repair of arms,
squipment, clothing, etc.—As far, as circumstances permit
the repair of arms and equipment will be carried out regimentally.
Requisites for cleaning and repairing arms and keeping them in
proper condition will be supplied on indent on the scale laid down
in Equipment Regulations (Auxiliary Force). Bayonet fighting
equipment will be supplied on indent at the scale laid down for
British infantry. This equipment will be maintained under regi-
mental arrangements.

~ All receipts on account of fines, stoppages and the like will be
credited to the State. All receipts derived from buildings, ranges
and other property under the control of the Military Engineer
Services or Public Works Department will be credited to the service
or department concerned.

All clothing, equipment, saddlery, ammunition, ete., which,
under these regulations, are provided by the State on the sanctioned
scale laid down for each arm or branch in Equipment Regulations
(Auxiliary Force), will be obtained on indent.

Corps and units will maintain arms and equipment up to their
maximum actual strength on any date in the year. If, however,
this should result in large surpluses, or if a reduction in strength
is considered to be of a permanent nature the surplus arms and
equipment may be returned to the I. A. O. C. at the discretion of
the brigade commander. i

Units will prepare indents for:—
(a) Additional equipment required for issue on embodiment.

(b) Equipment returned to Ordnance charge in peace as
surplus to peace requirements, vide sub-paragraph 4
above. -

These indents will not be submitted in peace to Ordnance Estab-
lishments for check, but will be submitted when orders are received
for the unit to be embodied.

Lascars and menials of Auxiliary Force units are permitted
to attend course of instruction in the repair of web equipment
held in arsenals annually, provided they are employed on repair-
ing such equipment in their units. Such individuals will be
included by commands in the total number of candidates author-
ised in Courses of Instruection, India.

283-A. Fines realised under section 25 of the Act and Rules
16-18 will be credited to Government by officers commanding
corps or units and adjusted under detailed head ‘“ Miscellaneous *’
of Head IX of the Defence Services Estimates (effective).

284. Tentage and carriage.—Corps and units will be,
allowed the use of Government tents and when available of Gov-
ernment transport. Whenever Government transport (A. T. or
M. T.) is used, the cost (at hiring out rates laid down for Govern-
ment military departments) will be debited to the unit under head

When in camp within city or cantonment limits, receptacles,
cook house, large, provided they are available from stocks and their
replacement for authorised purposes during the period of issue is
not necessary, will be issued under the authority of the brigade
commander at the rate of 2 per cent. on the number of men
present for the period in camp.

The receptacles will be returned to M. W. Stores, as soon as
the camp is over, any loss or damage, not due to fair wear and
tear, being made good by the unit concerned.

285. Maintenance of buildings.—The maintenance of all
buildings which are the property of Government and buildings
erected or manvained wnolly or m part out of CrUVETNINELY VIS,
all armouries, ranges, store rooms, sheds, drill grounds and obstacle
courses, and the hiring of requisite buildings or lands under the
authority of the officer commanding the district, will be under-
taken by the Military Engineering Services or, in stations where
there is no representative of the Military Engineering Services,
by the Public Works Department.

In case of corps or units with headquarters in one command
and outstations in another command, the maintenance of buildings;
ranges, etc., allotted to them will be undertaken by those officers
of the Military Engineer Services (or the Public Works Depart-
ment, as the case may be), on whose annual return of ‘‘ Public
buildings *’ they are borne.

286. Service postage labels.—Service postage labels will
be obtained in accordance with the procedure in force for the
supply of such labels by civil treasuries and military treasure chest
officers.

287. Typewriters.—Typewriters are authorised for Auxi-
liary Force units at the scale of one per unit subject to the
following conditions: — :

(i) Typewriters inherited from the Volunteer Force or the
Indian Defence Force will be considered as Government
property for purposes of maintenance and replacement
at the scale admissible under this regulation.

(ii) In stations where two or more units of different arms
have been combined for administrative purposes under
one command, the issue or replacement will be
restricted to one typewriter for the headquarters office.

(ii1) Units spread over a large area, with separate detach-
ment headquarters, may be allowed additional type-
writers, at the discretion of the district commander.

(iv) The cost and maintenance of new or replaced typewriteré

will be a charge against the contingent grant of the
unit concerned.
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(v) All requisitions for typewriters or replacements should
be submitted to the district commander for transmis-
sion, if approved, to the Controller of Printing,
Stationery and Stamps, Calcutta.

288. Provision of stationery.—Stationery will ordinarily
be obtained on indent from the Stationery Department on the
scale authorised for the corps or unit concerned by the brigade
commander. The cost will be debited against the Auxiliary Force
grant allotted to each brigade and in order that the brigade com-
mander may be kept informed of the expenditure incurred on this
account by each corps or unit, the cost of each indent, as ascer-
tained from the Stationery Department will be reported to the
Brigade Commander. ‘

289. Horses for instructors, how provided.—Suitable
horses for the subordinate permanent staff of the Auxiliary Force
who are required to be mounted will be provided under arrange-
ments made by the district commander. Such horses will be borne
on the strength of the corps or unit and the officer commanding
the corps or unit is responsible that every horse is properly cared
for. :

In stations where there is a Royal Indian Army Service Corps
supply depdt, forage will be drawn from that depdt either by
direct demand, or by the Auxiliary Force horse being attached to
a transport unit for the purpose of drawing forage rations. In
stations where there is no transport unit or supply depdt of the
R. I. A. S. C. the cost of forage will be recovered from the Con-
troller of Military Accounts on monthly bills. At all stations,
other expenses incurred on account of the maintenance (including
charges on account of syces, shoeing and veterinary treatment)
of Government horses, will be recovered from the C. M. A. on
monthly bills. The syces employed for the purpose will be paid
at local nerrick rates.

The permanent subordinate staff of Auxiliary Force (India)
cavalry units when detailed to visit detachments of their unit at
an ouistation for a period of training, will be allowed conveyance
on warrant by rail for their horses provided the officer command-
ing unit has satisfied himself that horses cannot be—

(a) marched owing to the distance involved and the time
available,

(b) supplied locally at the outstation by dismounting a mem-
ber of the unit.

_ Mounted officers, non-commissioned officers and men of the
Auxiliary Force, will receive, subject to the conditions below, a

horse allowance of thirty rupees per mensem provided that—

290. Horse allowance, _Auxiliary Force personnel.

(a) The horse for which allowance is claimed must have been
passed by the commanding officer (or an officer deputed
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by him) as being fit for the duties required of it. The
date the horse is taken on the strength of the unit will
be published in Part II orders.

(b) Every member claiming horse allowance will submit, (nly
signed, I. A. F. Aux.-16, filled in for the period for

which the allowance is claimed.

(¢) Horse allowance will be drawn as required on a contingent
bill. The contingent bill will be supported by 1. A. IV
Aux.-17.

Horse allowance shall also be admissible in the case of auy
horse, privately owned by a member of a mounted corps or unit,
used for the purpose of carrying a Hotchkiss gun or its ammuni-
tion, borne on regimental charge, provided the total number of
horses on account of which the allowance is drawn shall not
exceed the total number of -mounted men in mounted ecorps or
units within the command concerned, as defined by the establish-
ment laid down for the Auxiliary Force for the time being.

291. Forage.—Corps or units can draw forage on repayment
from the Royal Indian Army Service Corps on the authorised
scale for each horse owned by a mounted officer or man for which
horse allowance is authorised under regulations. Such forage will
be drawn through the regular unit or units to which the corps or
unit of the Auxiliary Force is attached for this purpose by the
officer commanding station.

292. Veterinary treatment.—Horses, registered under
the preceding paragraph, for which horse allowance is drawn, may
be treated in station veterinary hospitals, when injured in perfor-
mance of regimental duty, provided that the injury is not due to
any neglect on the part of the rider. »

293. Compensation for loss of horses.—Compensation
is allowed to mounted officers, non-commissioned officers, and men
of mounted corps or units or of authorised mounted detachments
of infantry units of the Auxiliary Force (who, by the rules of the
service, are required to maintain a horse) for the loss of their
horses, if the loss is caused by injuries received by the animal
through the performance of military duty, whether or not the
injuries resulted in the immediate death or destruction of the
animal (always provided the accident was not preventable by the
claimant, or by those in charge of the animal).

The liability for compensation shall exist from the time the
horse leaves the residence of the private owner, when proceeding
to do duty with the corps or unit on the establishment of which it
is borne, until the horse returns to the said residence. :

Compensation is also admissible when destruction is ordered by
the competent authority under the rules in Regulations for the
Army in India, or when death or destruction is the result of inocu-
lation or other prophylactic treatment carried out by a properly
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qualiﬁed person. The facts will be testified to, upon the prescribed
form, by a station board, on which, if possible, a veterinary officer
will sit. Compensation will only be awarded on the order of the
brigade commander (or the General or other officer commanding 1n
the field). :

Compensation is not admissible when death is the result of
disease.

Compensation may be paid in money or the claimant remounted
by the State.

Compensation, when granted in money, will be assessed in the
same way as the valuation of private chargers taken over by
Government on mobilization, in accordance with the rules in the
Regulations for the Army in India.

294. Motor car, motor boat, motor cycle and
bicycle allowance.—(1) The officer commanding the corps or
unit will be responsible for the provision of motor cars, motor
boats, motor cycles or bicycles for the training of personnel of
his corps or unit. For this purpose allowances at the rates
specified below will be admissible: —

(2) The officer commanding the corps or unit will draw these
allowances in bulk based on the total number of vehicles or boats
sanctioned in the authorised establishment of his corps or unit.
He will distribute these allowances at his discretion to individuals
who provide the conveyances. Personnel of the corps or unit
concerned owning suitable conveyances will be given the option
of providing their own. Any extra conveyances required will be
found or hired by the officer commanding, the hiring charges
payable after taking into account free issue of petrol, oil and
lubricants as authorised in paragraph 294-A, shall be met from
the bulk allowance admissible to his unit.

(3) Personnel in receipt of horse allowance will not be eligible
for drawing any allowance under this paragraph.

(4) The officer commanding will be responsible:—

(a) that the conveyances provided are in a fit and serviceable
condition and suitable for the purpose for which they
are required. :
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(b) that allowances on account of one form of conveyance will
not be paid out on account of any other form of con-
veyance, and

(c) that the number of conveyances for which the allowances
have been drawn are actually provided.

In the case of such conveyances belonging to the personnel of
the corps or unit, certificates of the Government Inspector under
the Motor Vehicles Act should be obtained by the car owners, and
these certificates will be accepted by the Officer Commanding for
purposes of payment of the specified allowance.

(8) A record will be kept of the list of accessories of each car,
boat or eycle provided.

(6) When such conveyances are used for the performance of
military duty, other than training, compensation will be admissible
to individuals providing them at such rates as may be sanctioned
by the Government of India from time to time.

(7) When motor cycles authorized for a corps or unit.are not
available, light cars may be used in lieu of motor cycles subject
to the approval of the officer commanding the corps or unit.,
When such cars used in lieu of motor cycles, the allowance to be
admitted will be restricted to that authorised for a motor cycle.

294-A. (i) For motor vehicles provided under paragraph 294, -
petrol, oil and lubricants will be supplied under R. I. A. S. C.
arrangements both for actual training periods and for journeys to
and from the camp or portions thereof which can be performed
by road. ;

(ii) If in any particular case, an officer or other rank has to
obtain petrol, o1l and lubricants from the open market owing to
unavoidable causes or where Government was unable to supply
these, he will as a general rule, prior to his departure from camp,
receive a corresponding amount of petrol, oil and- lubricants in

kind from the R. I. A. S. C.

(ii1) In those cases where the above procedure cannot be
adopted, p. o. 1. required for the journey from residence to camp
may be purchased locally and the petrol pump receipts forwarded
to the Officer Commanding unit, who will submit a contingent bill
to the Controller of Military Accounts concerned. The cost of the

journey to and from camp, the following miles per gallon should
normally be adopted, but when the nature of the terrain renders it
impossible to attain the figure, the Assistant Director, Supplies
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and Transport, or the Deputy Assistant Director, Supplies and
Transport, may allow the issue of petrol on a lower assessment:—

The cost of the petrol, oil and lubricants will be met from the
unit’s training grant.

295. Compensation for cars, etc.—Compensation is
admissible to any private individual who lends his motor vehicle
or motor boat for the use of Motor troops, motor platoons or motor
boat patrols or other units of the Auxiliary Force for which motor
vehicles are authorised in the event of the vehicle sustaining
damage, amounting to total destruction or otherwise, always pro-
vided that the damage sustained was not due to negligence, on the
part of the owner, and subject to the following conditions : —

(i) The liability shall only exist from the time the vehicle
leaves the residence of the private owner, when pro-
ceeding to do duty with the unit of the establishment
of which it is borne, until the vehicle returns to the
said residence. :

the damage sustained and the repairs necessitated
thereby will be verified by that officer, who will also
prepare a rough estimate of the expenditure involved
in carrying out the repairs. The bill will be forwarded
for payment to the district commander together with
the report of the I. A. O. C. officer and a statement
explaining the circumstances in which the vehicle was
damaged with the countersignature, and remarks if
necessary, of the officer commanding the unit or detach-
ment on the strength of which the car is borne. Should
there be no I. A. O. C. officer qualified in M. T. duties
in the station, the repairs may be carried out forthwith
under arrangements made by the owner, but the bill
on this account together with a written report as to
the nature of the damage and the circumstances under
which it was sustained should be submitted to the
district commander, through the nearest I. A. O. C.
officer, who will satisfy himself that the amount claimed
appears reasonable. The bill will bear an endorsement

signed by the owner to the effect that the repairs have

been limited to the extent necessary to restore the
vehicle to the condition it was in when it left his resi-
dence to perform the duty in question, and that such
repairs have been executed as economically as possible.

11. Classification and Periodical Training.—Every enrolled person liable
to perform military service under this Act shall be included by the Officer

(@) every such person who is required by section 9 to undergo preliminary
training or who being so required has completed, or is deemed
to have completed the same, shail be included in the Active Class
until he is transferred to the Reserve Class by order of the Officer
Commanding the corps or unit;

(b) every such person who is transferred from the Active Class under
the provisions of clause (a) or who on enrolment is assigned to the
Reserve Class by order of the Officer Commanding the corps or
unit shall be included in the Reserve Class.

(3) Any enrolled person who ceases to be a commissioned officer of the
Auxiliary Force, India, shall thereupon be included in the Class in which
he would have been included under this section if the provisions of
sub-section (1) had not applied to him and shall undergo periodical train-
ing accordingly. ’
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- (4) Any person who is under  this section included in the Reserve
Class may apply to the competent military authority to be included in
the Active Class and shall, if the competent military authority grants
the application, thereupen be deemed to be included in that Class.

13. Variations of Training.—(1) The competent military authority may,

by order in writing—

(@) on the recommendation of the Advisory Committee, direct that
any enrolled person included in the Active Class shall, for the
purposes of periodical training, be included for any stated period
in the Reserve Class, or,

(b) on his own motion or on the recommendation of the Advisory Com-
mittee, reduce the specified amount of training either in indivi-
dual cases or in the case of any unit or part thereof for any
stated period.

(2) The competent military authority shall grant in respect of each
individual' or unit or part thereof whose training is reduced under clause
(b) of sub-section (1) a certificate setting forth the amount of training to
be undergone during the said period.

14. Medical Examination.—Every enrolled person shall, if and when
required by the Officer Commanding the corps or unit to which he belongs
present himself for such medical examination as may be necessary to
determine the extent, if any, to which he is fit to undergo military training
or to perform military service, before a medical officer appointed or
approved in that behalf by the competent military authority, and for the
purposes of such medical examination shall comply with the directions of
such medical officer. ¢

15. Transfers.—(1) Every person appointed to a corps or wunit under
section 8 shall remain in that corps or unit until transferred to another
corps or unit by, or under the orders of, the competent military authority,
but no person shall be transferred from the Infantry branch to another
branch or from one unit to another unit located in the same prescribed
military area except at his own request.

(2) Any person so transferred from the Infantry branch to another
branch may be required to undergo such further preliminary training,
not exceeding eight days, as may be ordered by the competent military
authority, and thereafter shall undergo the periodical training to which
he is liable in the branch to which he is transferred.

.16. Change of Residence.—(1) Any enrolled person who leaves his place
of residence in India for the time being and thereby leaves the area
commanded by one competent military authority for that commanded by
another shall, if he does not intend to return to the area which he leaves,
notify the competent military authority commanding that area of his
change of residence.

(2) If such person having intended to return does not return within
three months, he shall notify the competent military authority as aforesaid”
immediately on the expiry of that period.

(8) The competent military authority on being notified of a change of
residence under sub-section (1) or sub-section (2) may, subject to the pro-
visions of section 15, transfer such person from the corps or unit in which -
he is serving to another corps or unit,
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17. Discharge.—(1) Any enrolled person who has attained the age of
forty-five years or has completed four years’ service from the date of his
enrolment shall, on application made by him in the prescribed manner,
be entitled to receive his discharge from the Auxiliary Force, India.

(2) An enrolled person who is not entitled to his discharge under sub-
section (1) sl_la,]l be discharged by the competent military authority on a
recommendation of the Advisory Commntittee in this behalf. ‘

(8) Any enrolled person may be discharged by such authority, and
subject to such conditions, as may be prescribed.

(4) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (2) or sub-section
(3), no enrolled person, who is for the time being engaged in military
sorvice under the provisions of this Act, shall be entitled to receive his
discharge before the termination of such service.

18, Calling out and embodiment.—No person liable to perform military
service under this Act shall be required to perform such service except—-
(@) when called -out with any portion -of the Auxiliary Force, India,
by an order of the senior - military officer present either to act
in support of the civil power or to provide guards which, in
the opinion of such officer, are essential; or
(b) when any portion of the Auxiliary: Force, India, to which he
belongs has been embodied to support or supplement His
Majesty’s regular forces in the event of an emergency by a
notification directing such embodiment issued by the Central
Government and published in the Official Gazette;

19. Territorial limits of liability to military service on calling out and
embodiment.—No person called out under clause (a), or embodied under
clause (b), of section 18 shall be required to perform military service
beyond the limits of the prescribed military area in which the corps or
unit to which he has been appointed or is for the time heing attached
is located, save when it is, in the opinion of the senior military officer
present, necessary to proceed beyond those limits in the course of the
military operations upon which the corps or unit or any portion thereof
is for the time heing engaged.

20. Duration of military service on calling out or embodiment.—Any
portion of the Auxiliary Force, India, which, having been called out or
embodied under section 18, is performing military service, shall be replaced
by regular troops or otherwise as soon as circumstances permit, and shall
not be required to perform such service after such- replacement has been
effected to the satisfaction of the senior military officer present or after
the cancellation of the order or notification under clause (a) or (b), as the
case may be, or section 18.

21. Application of the Army Act.—(1) Every commissioned officer of the
Auxiliary Force, India, when doing duty as a commissioned officer, and
every non-commissioned officer and man of the said Force— 3

(a) when attached to or otherwise acting as part of or with any
regular forces and
(b) when called out by an order, or embodied by a notification, under
section 18;
shall be subject to the provisions of the Army Act and any orders or
regulations made thereunder, and the said Act, orders and regulations shall
apply to every guch person in the circumstances aforesaid as if the same
were enacted in this Act, and as if such person held the same rank in
His Majesty’s Army as he holds for the time being in the said TForce.

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(2) Where an offence punishable under the Army Act has been committed
by any person whilst subject to that Act under the provisions of sub-section
(1), such person may be taken into and kept in military custody and
tried and punished for such offence, although he has ceased to be so
subject as aforesaid, in like manner as he might have been taken_into
and kept in military custody, tried or punished if he had continued to be
so subject:

Provided that no such person shall be kept in military custody after
he has ceased to belong to the Auxiliary Force, India, unless he has been
taken into or kept in military custody on account of the offence before
the date on which he ceased so to belong, nor shall he be kept in military
custody or be tried or punished for the offence after the expiry of two
months from that date, unless his -trial had already commenced before
such expiry. ' g

22, Refusal to appear for Military Service.—If any person liable to
petform military service under this Aect fails to comply with an order or
notification under section 18 calling him out or embodying him for military
service, any District Magistrate or Chief Presidency Magistrate may, on
the application of the competent military authority or of an officer empowered
by such authority in writing in that behalf, cause such person to be arrested
and brought before him, and, if the Magistrate. is satisfied that such person

23. Penalties for breach of sections 8, 14 and 16.—An enrolled person

(¢) to notify any change of residence as required by section-16; shall
be punishable with fine which may extend to fifty rupees.

24. Other offences.—An enrolled person commits an. offence if he, in
circumstances when he is not subject to military law, does any of the
following acts, namely:—

(1) when on parade or undergoing military training or wearing His
Majesty’s uniform—

(@) strikes, or uses or offers violence to, or uses threatening or insubor-
dinate language to, or behaves with contempt to his superior
officer; or

(b) disobeys any standing order of, or lawful command given by, his
superior officer; or

(¢) neglects to obey a general or garrison order made specially applic-
able to the Auxiliary Force, India, by the competent military
authority ; or

(d) is in a state of intoxication; or -

(e) being a non-commissioned officer strikes or ill-treats any person
subject to military law or. to this Act, or to the Indian Terri-
torial Force Act, 1920, who is his subordinate in rank or position;

(2) without sufficient cause fails to appear at the place of parade at
the time fixed or to attend at any place in his capacity as a member of
the Auxiliary Force, India, when duly required so to attend, or when
on parade without sufficient cause quits the ranks;

(3) without sufficient cause fails to perform any part of the training
which by or under this Act he is required to perform;

(4) strikes, or uses or offers violence to, any person whether subject
to military law or not in whose military custody he is placed, and whether
such person is or is not his superior officer; -

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(5) resists an escort whose duty it is to arrest him or detain him in
military custody; :

(6) being under arrest or detention or otherwise in lawful military
custody escapes or attempts to escape;

(7) when in charge of any property belonging to the Crown or to
a corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force, India, makes away with, or is
concerned in making away with, any such property; .

(8) wilfully injures or by culpable neglect loses or. causes injury to,
any' such property ds is mentioned in clause (7);

(9) wilfully ill-treats a horse or other animal used in the public service;

(10) knowingly . furnishes a false return or report of the number or
atate of men under his command or charge, or of any money, arms or
ammunition, clothing, equipment, stores or other property in his charge;

(11) through design or culpable neglect, omits to make or send any

return of any matter mentioned in clause ¢10) which ‘it is his duty to

make or send;

. (12) when it is his official duty to make a declaration respecting any
matter, makes a declaration respecting such matter which he either knows
or believes to be false or does not believe to be true;

(13) knowingly makes against any person subject to military law .or®
to this Act or to the Indian Territorial Force Act, 1920, an accusation
which he either knows or believes to be false or does not believe to be true;

(14) falsely personates any other person at any parade or on any
occasion when such other person is required by or under this Act to do
any act or attend at any place, or abets any such act of personation.

25. Punishments for offences under Section 24.—(1) Any person commit-
ting any of the offences specified in sub clauses (b), (¢) and (d) of clause (1)
or in clauses (2), (3), (8), (11) and (14) of section 24 shall be punishable
with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees.

. (2) Any person committing any other offence specified in section 24
shall be punishable with imprisonment which may extend to two months,
or with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees or with both.

26. Dismissal.—The competent military authority may in his discretion
dismiss any enrolled person from the Auxiliary Force, India.

27. Summary and minor punishments.—The Central Government may
prescribe summary and minor punishments for offences under section 24
or for contravention of any rule or regulation made under this Act to
which enrolled persons shall be liable without the intervention of a criminal
court, and the officer or officers by whom and the circumstances in which
and the extent to which such sumwmary and minor punishments may be
inflicted, and the manner in which any such punishment may be enforced:

Provided that no punishment involving any kind of imprisonment shall
be imposed as a summary or minor punishment :

Provided further that no summary punishment shall be inflicted in
any case in which the accused claims to be tried by a criminal court.

27-A. Presumption as to certain documents.—Where any non-commissioned
officer or man of the Auxiliary Force is required. by or in pursuance of
any rule, regulation or order made under this Act, to attend at any place,
a certificate purporting to be signed by the prescribed officer stating that
the person so required to attend failed to do so in accordance with such
requirements, shall, without proof of the signature or appointment of such
officer, be evidence of the matters stated therein.

28. Advisory Committees.—(1) The 'Central Government shall constitute
for each prescribed military area one or more Advisory Committees each

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consisting of three or more members, of whom one shall be the competent
military authority and the others shall be persons eligible for enrolment
in the Auxiliary.

(2) Any Advisory Committee constituted for a prescribed military area
or a part thereof, as the case may be, which includes a Presidency-town
or any other place to which the Central Government may, by order in
writing declare this. sub-section to apply shall consist of not léss than five
memtbers of whom not more than two shall be persons in the service of
Crown.

(3) The Governor General in Council shall prescribe the duties, powers
and procedure of Advisory Committees and, in particular the matters in
respect of which the competent military authority shall be bound to give
effect to a recommendation of an Advisory Committee unless the Central
Government otherwise directs.

Nore.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 124 (1) of the
Government of India Act, 1935, the Central Government have entrusted
their functions under this section to Provincial Governments, subject to
the condition that Provincial Governments shall not act in the discharge
of the entrusted functions save with the concurrence of the General Officer
Commanding-in-Chief concerned.

20, Constitution and disbandment of units.—The Central Government
may constitute any corps or umit and may disband any corps or unit con-
stituted under this Act.

(e) prescribe the military training to be undergone by persons liable -
to military training under section 6 but not to military service
under section 7;

(f) prescribe the conditions governing the grant of, and the rates of
pay for, and provide for the grant of allowances to, enrolled
persons; g -

(9) prescribe for any military area which is a railway area or for any
area beyond the limits of British India the authority which
shall be deemed to be the District Magistrate for all or any
of the purposes of this Act; and

(h) provide for any other matter which under this Act is to be or
may be prescribed.
(3) Any rule made under this section may provide that a contravention
thereof shall be punishable with fine which may extend to fifty rupees.

(4) The power to make rules conferred by this section shall, except en
the first occasion of the exercise thercof, be subject to the condition of
previous publication,

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(5) All rules made under this section shall he published -in the Official
Gazette, and on such publication shall have effect as if enacted in this Act.

31. Powers to make regulatians.—The Commander-in-Chief of His
Majesty’s forces in India may make .regulations consistent with this Act
and the rules made thereunder providing generally for details. connected
with the organisation and personnel of the Auxiliary Force, India, and for
the duties, equipment, military training allowances and leave of enrolled
persons. )

32. -Certain persons subject to this Act to be deemed part of His Majesty’s
Army for certain purposes.—For the purposes of sections 128, 130 and 131
of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898, all officers, non-commissioned

officers and men liable to perform military service under this Act who have -

heen appointed to a corps or unit shall be deemed to be officers, non-
commissioned officers and soldiers, respectively, of His Majesty’s Army.

33. Trial of offences.—Save as otherwise provided by section 27, no
offence under this Act shall be tried save by a court not inferior to that
of a Presidency Magistrate or a Magistrate of the first class.

34, Exemption from local taxation.—No enrclled person shall be liable to
pay any municipal or other tax in respect of a horse, bicycle, motor-bicycle,
motor car or other means of conveyance which he is authorised by a
general or special order of the competent military authority to 'maintain
in his capacity as a member of the Auxiliary Force, India..

35. Amendment of Section 1, Act X1 of 1878.—In section 1 of the Indian
Arms Act, 1878, for the words and figures ‘‘ a volunteer enrolled under
the Indian Volunteers Act, 1869, the words and figures ‘“a member of
either of the forces constituted by the Indian Territorial Force Act, 1920,
or the Auxiliary Force Act, 1920 ’’, and for the word *‘ volunteer ”’ the
word ‘‘ member ”’, shall be substituted.

Rules under the Auxiliary Force Act, 1920.

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 30 of the Auxiliary
Force Act, 1920 (XLIX of 1920), the Governor General in Council is
pleased to make the following rules:— g

1. Short title,.—These rules may be called the Auxiliary Force Rules,
1920. ‘ :

2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in .

the subject or context,—

(a)-“ the Act? means the Auxiliary Force Act, 1920;

(b) ““day”’ means a day as‘ defined in section 15;

(¢) ‘“section’ means a section of the Act; :

(d) ** Schedule ”’ means a Schedule to these rules.

3. Military Areas.—The areas specified in Schedule I shall be military
areas for the purposes of the Act.

4, Local Governments and District Magistrates—

(1) For the purposes of the Act, the Central Government shall, in the

Areas outaide British India. ggs«a egfn :(;'e:: g:zfmd the limits of British India,

{(¢) in Indian States, the Crown Representative or an Officer appointed
under any Order in Council made under the Foreign Jurisdic-
tion Act, 1890; .

(b) in any military area which is a railway area, the Federal Railway

and the Federal Railway Authority shall perform the functions of the
Central Government under the Act in the case of any railway area or
part thereof which is situated within British India.

(2) For the like purposes, the functions of the District Magistrate

may be performed,—

(a) in a State in India or any part thereof which is not an administered
area, by any officer, who has been appointed under any Order
in Council made under the Foreign Jurisdiction Act, 1890, to
be a Justice of the Peace within the State; and

(b) in any administered area, by the officer appointed as the District
Magistrate under the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898, as
applied to that area.

5. Enrolling officers.—For the purposes of the Act,—

(a) every officer commanding a corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force,
India, > :
(b) every officer commanding a detachment of a corps or unit of the
Auxiliary Force, India; and
(¢) every Adjutant of a corps or unit of the Auxiliary Force, India,
shall be an enrolling officer.
